Bill Summary: This ordinance concerns a continuation grant; it appropriates $461,109 in Federal Emergency Solutions Grants Program (HEARTH-ESG) funding for administrative costs, data collection and analysis, housing assistance, and related supportive services within Duval County, as initiated by B.t. 15-005; it provides for a carryover of funds from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating state or federal program grant; it provides for the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver documents to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.
Background Information:  The Federal Emergency Solutions Grants Program is administered pursuant to 24 CFR (Code Federal Regulations) § 576, Federal Strategic Plan to Prevent and End Homelessness (2010).  The fund will assist the following agencies in Northeast Florida: Catholic Charities Bureau, Inc., Emergency Services & Homeless Coalition, I.M. Sulzbacher Center and the Salvation Army.
