RESOLUTION 2014-687-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE LIFE AND OUTSTANDING, HEROIC SERVICE OF COLONEL CARL B. CRUMPLER, UNITED STATES AIR FORCE (ret); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
throughout its history, the United States of America has been exceedingly fortunate to have in the ranks of her military, men and women whose valor and leadership have been the cornerstone of the nation’s freedom and security; and

WHEREAS,
Colonel Carl Boyette Crumpler, U.S. Air Force (ret.) has had an exemplary career in the service of his country spanning from World War II, the Cold War and the Vietnam War, a career marked by distinction, personal sacrifice and honors; and

WHEREAS,
born in Waldo, Florida July 2, 1927, Colonel Crumpler graduated from Lee High School (Class of 1945) in Jacksonville, his home city of record; shortly after graduation, he enlisted in the U.S. Navy, serving one year of active duty during the World War II demobilization; and
WHEREAS,
Colonel Crumpler entered the University of Alabama in 1946, graduating in 1950 with a degree and United States Air Force Commission as a 2nd Lieutenant; called to active duty in September 1950, Colonel Crumpler attended pilot training in 1951-1952; a succession of assignments in Air Defense Command Fighter Squadrons followed from 1952 to 1960; and

WHEREAS,
initially serving with the 14th Air Force at Robins AFB, Georgia in 1951-1952, Colonel Crumpler continued his pilot training at Greenville AFB, Mississippi and Vance AFB, Oklahoma; after completing All Weather Interceptor training, Colonel Crumpler served as a F-86 Sabre pilot at George AFB, California, from September 1952 to April 1955; and
WHEREAS,
subsequent service included his assignment as an F-86 Sabre pilot with the 16th FIS at Naha AB, Okinawa from November 1956 to March 1959 and numerous other assignments at Air Force bases throughout the states; from June 1965 to July 1967, the Colonel served as an Aircraft Maintenance Staff Advisor to the Imperial Iranian Air Force, in Teheran, Iran; Colonel Crumpler completed F-4 Phantom II Combat Crew Training and then deployed to Southeast Asia in March 1968 where he served as an F-4 Phantom pilot; and

WHEREAS,
on July 5, 1968, while on a mission to attack a vital military target in  North Vietnam, an onslaught of heavy enemy fire hit the Colonel’s jet; he was forced to eject, was taken as a Prisoner of War and spent 1,714 days in Hoa Lo’ Prison also known as the “Hanoi Hilton”; Colonel Crumpler was subjected to very brutal conditions and 16 months of solitary confinement; awaiting his return in Orange Park, Florida, were his wife Jane, sons Mike (16), Todd (13), and daughters Beth (11) and Leigh (10); on March 14, 1973, Colonel Carl B. Crumpler was released during Operation Homecoming; and
WHEREAS,
after a brief hospitalization stay for recovery from his injuries at Maxwell AFB, Alabama, Colonel Crumpler attended Air War College; his final assignment was at Eglin AFB, Florida, where he retired from the Air Force on October 1, 1977; and

WHEREAS,
Colonel Carl B. Crumpler’s Distinguished Flying Cross w/Valor reads, in part: “…The outstanding heroism and selfless devotion to duty displayed by Colonel Crumpler reflect great credit upon himself and the United States Air Force.”; we are honored to recognize and commend Colonel Carl B. Crumpler; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
