A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING MRS. MARY JANE CRUMPLER FOR HER DEVOTION TO HER COUNTRY AND FAMILY THROUGHOUT HER HUSBAND COLONEL CARL B. CRUMPLER’S DISTINGUISHED MILITARY DUTY IN THE UNITED STATES AIR FORCE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Colonel Carl B. Crumpler, United States Air Force (ret) had a distinguished tour of duty in the United States Air Force including a five-year ordeal as a Prisoner of War in North Vietnam; and

WHEREAS,
a native of Cedar Rapids, Iowa, Mary Jane Crumpler was in the United States Naval Reserve as a Lieutenant in the Navy Nurse Corps during the Korean War (1950-1953) where she was assigned to the Philadelphia Naval Hospital;  and

WHEREAS,
like numerous other wives of our service men who were risking their lives in the service of their country, Mary Jane Crumpler had to  endure unimaginable stress and pressures in raising a family on the home front while husband and father was believed Missing in Action for two years and subsequently a Prisoner of War; and
WHEREAS,
throughout the horrific ordeal of Colonel Crumpler’s time as Missing In Action and as a Prisoner of War, Mary Jane Crumpler demonstrated courage, resolve and a strong faith while raising four children in Orange Park, Florida doing all the things that mother’s do and making holidays and birthdays as meaningful as possible while husband and father languished in the infamous Hanoi Hilton; and

WHEREAS,
like other wives of Prisoners of War, Mary Jane Crumpler raised civilian awareness of the perilous ordeal of Prisoners of War and Missing in Action servicemen in speeches, letters and numerous activities in Jacksonville and the nation through her involvement with the National League and Families and   the Lest We Forget Committee; and

WHEREAS,
while our brave and decorated returning servicemen are the recipient of citations and awards, our military wives are no less deserving of our recognition and gratitude and in doing so, we recognize and honor Mary Jane Crumpler for her devotion to family and country during stressful, difficult days and years in the country’s and family’s history ; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City Council does hereby honor and commend Mrs. Mary Jane Crumpler for her devotion to her family and country over the course of Colonel Carl B. Crumpler’s distinguished service in the United States Air Force and for her own distinguished service, as well, in the Navy Nurse Corps; we extend our best for good health and Godspeed in the days ahead.
