RESOLUTION 2014-704-W
A RESOLUTION encouraging the Council President to use the authority afforded to the Council President pursuant to Section 22.02 of the charter of the city of jacksonville, to consider replacing the current city council appointees to the police and fire pension board of trustees with George Robbins and John Thompson; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Whereas, the Police and Fire Pension Board consists of five trustees; and

Whereas, of the five trustees, two are selected by the Jacksonville City Council and serves a term for four years “unless sooner replaced by the City Council, at whose pleasure they serve” according to Section 22.02, Jacksonville Charter; and 

Whereas, the City Council in Resolution 2012-411-A confirmed the council appointments of Walter Bussells and Adam Herbert to the Police and Fire Pension Fund Board of Trustees; and 

Whereas, since these appointments there has been significant discussion about the Police and Fire Pension Fund, including several lawsuits, numerous pieces of legislation and a Police and Fire Pension Fund Task Force; and 

Whereas, throughout the discussion and debate, new ideas and directions have taken hold; and 

Whereas, the Council believes that the Council appointments to the Police and Fire Pension Fund Board of Trustees should reflect the movement that has occurred over the last 3 years; and 

Whereas, appointees with significant financial understanding and who are not themselves partaking of a public pension should be highly considered for the City Council appointees to the Police and Fire Pension Fund Board of Trustees; now therefore
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.

The Council urges the Council President to consider replacing the current City Council appointees to the Police and Fire Pension Board of Trustees with George Robbins whose resume is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and John Thompson whose resume is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

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George W. Robbins, I11

George W. Robbins, 11l was born in Virginia Beach, VA and graduated from VM| (Virginia
Military Institute) Class of 1962. From 1964 through 1966, he served as a company commander in
the U.S. Army in France and Germany.

Robbins worked for General Electric in the Plastics Division in various sales, sales
management and marketing positions from 1966-1977. From 1977 through 1982, he was vice
president and general manager of the Specialty Materials Division of Avery International.

Robbins joined SCM Corporation in 1982 as vice president and general manager of the
Organic Chemicals Division, in Jacksonville, FL. Hanson plc acquired SCM in 1986, and Robbins’
became President of the division which was renamed SCM Glidco. In 1989, Hanson promoted him
to group executive — Hanson Industries with responsibility for three additional companies. In 1993,
he was elected to the board of Hanson ple and their U.S. subsidiary, Hanson Industries. At the same
time he was named Chairman of Quantum Chemicals, a 2.5 billion dollar Hanson Company.

In 1996, Hanson demerged its chemicals operations as an independent NYSE company:
Millennium Chemicals. Robbins became a member of the Corporate Operations Committee of the
parent company and continued as president and chief executive otficer of Millennium Specialty
Chemicals. He was also one of the three Millennium members of the Board of Directors of Equistar
Chemicals, LLP a 7 billion dollar partnership with Occidental Petroleum and Lyondell Chemical.

Robbins retired in 2001 and worked with Morgan Stanley’s Private Equity Group on
acquisitions in the chemical industry. In 2002 became the Chair of a Vistage (TEC) group in
lacksonville. He has an active strategic consulting practice working with CEOs. He is married to the
former Betsy Loving and they have three grown children: Bill, Beth and Sally. Robbins enjoys flying,
tennis and skiing.

Robbins business associations include the Pine Chemicals Association and its Executive
Committee; he served as vice president [rom 1991 to 1993 and Chairman in 2001. He was also on
the board of'the Fragrance Materials Association and was its Treasurer, a member of the Flavor
Extract Manufacturers Association, and the International Federation of Essential Oils and Aroma
Trades. Locally, he is a past member of the Environmental Protection Board having been their vice-
chairman, and a past member of the Economic Development Council. He was one of two citizens
appointed by Mayor Delaney to the Program Administration Committee for the Better Jacksonville
Plan oversee:ing this $2.3 billion dollar effort. Mayor Peyton designated him as a Mayoral Fellow
assisting the|Mayor’s office in changing City Departments 1o more business-like operations.

He ista past Chairman of the Board of the Beaver Street Enterprise Center and a Trustee of
Fresh Minist;‘ies He is a past President and current member of the Mandarin Rotary Club, past
Senior Warden and three term vestry member of the Church of Qur Saviour and was a founding
member and,served two terms as tri-chairman and member of the Board of Directors of First Coast
I\/Ianuhclmels Association and remains active. He has served on the Board of Directors ol the Boys’
and Girls® Clubs of Northeast Florida, Inc.. the Board of Governors of the Chamber of Commerce,
and on the B'oznd of Directors of the Jacksonville Symphony Association. He is an honorary member
of Leadership}Jacksonville. Robbins served six years on the Advisory Board of BB&T and four years
on the Boatd'bf Trustees and Secretary of the Jacksonville Library system, the Board of Directors of
the Judy Nlch,olson Foundation and the Advisory Boards of the International Business School and
Coggins Colllege of Business of the University of North Florida.

Currently Robbins is Sub-Deacon at Church of Our Saviour and on the Board of Directors of
The Association for Corporate Growth and the Rotary Club of Mandarin. Gov. Scott recently
appointed Robbins to the board of the St. Johns River Water Management District.
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John has been an advisor to high-net-worth individuals and
families since 2000. In 2011 and 2012, he was selected by Wells
Fargo Advisors as a “Premier Advisor” and also selected to serve on
