RESOLUTION 2014-706-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING SUSAN STEWART FOR HER CAREER OF PUBLIC SERVICE AS SHE RETIRES FROM THE POSITION OF DUVAL LEGISLATIVE DELEGATION COORDINATOR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, after a brief career in the private sector following her graduation from high school, Susan Stewart began her career in public service in 1987 in the position of Secretary to the Duval Legislative Delegation, assisting the legendary Delegation Coordinator Shirley King in operating the delegation office; and


WHEREAS, after a 14 month assignment as an Executive Secretary in the Procurement Division, Ms. Stewart returned to the delegation office in 2003 as the delegation secretary before being appointed Delegation Coordinator in late 2006, where she has continued to support the delegation’s operations in Jacksonville and has served as a key connection point between the citizens and the city government of Jacksonville and the Florida Legislature; and


WHEREAS, in 2009 Susan Stewart was assigned the additional duties of serving as the administrative support staff for the City’s Ethics Officer and Ethics Commission, helping to arrange and staff workshops, meetings and presentations on ethics and the Florida Government in the Sunshine and open meetings laws and assisting in taking calls on the City’s ethics hotline and processing ethics investigations; and 


WHEREAS, in 2010 Ms. Stewart’s duties expanded further as she assumed administrative support for the City’s State Affairs Liaison in the Mayor’s Office, further cementing her reputation as the go-to person in City government for up-to-date information on the Florida Legislature, pending legislation and state government issues; and


WHEREAS, Susan Stewart has recently announced that she will be leaving the City government to apply her expertise in a new position in legislative affairs with the Jacksonville Port Authority and the City Council wishes to express its gratitude for her many contributions during 27 years of service; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Susan Stewart for her decades of dedicated and effective service to the City as she leaves the position of Duval Delegation Coordinator, and wishes her the very best of success in her new position at the Jacksonville Port Authority.
