WHEREAS, the Council desires to resolve both pending litigation and potential litigation concerning off-site commercial signs in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council wishes to substantially preserve the results of settlement agreements previously entered into by the City of Jacksonville, which resulted in a significant reduction in the total number of billboards in Jacksonville and in numerous Jacksonville roadways becoming billboard-free; 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville, acting herein as the governing body for Duval County, Florida, and intending this Ordinance to be effective everywhere within the boundaries of Duval County, Florida:

Section ​1.

Exercise of County Powers.  This ordinance is enacted by the Council exercising its power as the governing body of Duval County, Florida, under Section 3.01, of the Charter of the City of Jacksonville. 

Section 2. 
Approval and Authorization of Settlement Agreement.

The Council hereby endorses the terms of the attached Settlement Agreement (the “Agreement”), a copy of which is attached and incorporated into this ordinance as Exhibit 1, and hereby approves the Agreement. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized and directed to execute the Agreement by and among the City of Jacksonville, Scenic Jacksonville, Inc., and CBS Outdoor, LLC, in substantially the form of agreement as attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof. In addition, the Office of General Counsel is authorized to execute all other settlement documents and to take all further action necessary to conclude the approved settlement and the pending litigation.

Severability. If any part, section, subsection, paragraph, subparagraph, sentence, phrase, clause, term, or word of this ordinance or the Agreement attached hereto is declared unconstitutional by the valid judgment or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, the declaration of such unconstitutionality shall not affect any other part, section, subsection, paragraph, subparagraph, sentence, phrase, clause, term, or word of this ordinance or the Agreement attached hereto.

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AMENDED AND RESTATED SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT

THIS Amended and Restated Settlement Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into
this __ day of _, 2014 by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA (the
“City™), SCENIC JACKSONVILLE, INC. (“Scenic”), and CBS OUTDOOR, LLC (“CBS Outdoor™),
(collectively referred to herein as the “Parties”), and supersedes and replaces the March 7, 1994
Agreeinent (1994 Agrecment”) and the 2001 Mediated Confidential Settlement (“2001 Setilement”)
between the Partics, and after the Effective Date of this Agreement, the 1994 Agreement and 2001
Settlement will have no Turther force and effect and shall be deemed cancelled.

WHEREAS, the Parties have agreed (o amicably resolve -any and all claims, dispuies and
disagreements arising between them concerning the action styled Scenic Jacksonville, fne. v. CBS
Qutdoor; Inc. and City of Jacksonville, No. 16-2012-CA-003826, pending in the Circuit Court for
Duval County, Florida and all related matters (the “Action”).

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration ol the premises, relcases, and obligations of the Paities
set forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration, the sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged, it is hereby agreed between the Parties as follows:

I DEFINITIONS. As used in this Agrcement, the following words and phrases shall have
the following meanings:

A. “Charter” means the Charter of (he City of Jacksonville.

B. “City’s Sign Regulations” means Chapters 320, 326 and 656 of the City of Jacksonville

Ordinance Code.

C. “Crown” means the highest point of elevation on the road pavement of the Main-
Traveled Way immediately adjacent to the Sign, as determined by where the lot lines of the
Sign’s Parcel intersect the overpass or elevated road.

D. “Light-Fmitting Changeable Message Device” (“LECMD™) means a display that is
capable of delivering two or more adverlising messages, utilizing light-cmiuing technology,
such'as Light Emitting Diodes (I.LED), to display and/or change the image.

E. “Dwell Time” means the minimuin time between changes of advertising messages.

I\, “Effective Date” means the datc upon which this Agreement is fully executed by all
three Partics hercto.

G. “Existing Sipn” means-a Sign that was crected or for which a permit was issucd prior to
or on the Effective Date of this Agreement, as identified in Exhibit A and including those signs
previously owned by Anastasia Adverlising Art, Inc., as identificd in Exhibit B.

H. “Permissible Federal-Aid Primary Highway” or “Permissible FAP Highway” méans a
highway that falls within the definition of “federal-aid primary highway syblcm as that system
is defined in the then-current Scetion 479.01(8), Florida Statutes , but, in this Agreement, is
limited to those highways and highway segments listed in Exhibit G.

I “Penmissible Interstate Highway” means a highway that [alls within the definition of
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“interstate highway system™ as that system is defined in the then-current Section 479.01(11),
Florida Statutes (2014), but, in this Agreement, is limited to those highways and highway
segments listed in Exhibit H.

J. “Main-Traveled Way” means the traveled way of a roadway on which through traffic is
carried. In the case of a divided highway, the traveled way of each of the separate roadways for
traffic in opposite directions is a Main-Traveled Way. The term does not include such facilities
as frontage roads, furning roadways which specifically include on-ramps or off-ramps to the
interstale highway system, or parking arcas,

K “New Sipn” means a Sign which CBS Outdoor is entitled to erect under the terms of’
this Agreement and for which the City issues a permit, and which CBS Outdoar erects.

.. ‘Non-LECMD” means a display that does not utilize light-emitling technology 1o
display and/or change the image..

M. “Que-for-One Bagis™ means onc new Sign Face for every one Sign Face removed.

N. “One-for-Two Basis” means one new Sign FFace for évery two Sign Faces removed.

0. “Paicel” means a contiguous area of land described in a single deseription or-as onc of a

number of lots on a plat according to the records of the Duval County Property Appraiser’s
Office.

P “Qualitying Location” means a Parcel identified in Exhibit T attached hereto. In
addition (o those stipulated/enumerated Qualifying Locations, a Qualifying Location shall
meanid location that is:

CBS Outdoor may have within Duval County no more
than a total of twenty-four (24) LECMD Sign Faces at sixteen (16) locations ("Authorized
Locations") and shall employ good faith efforts to develop locations as double-faced LECMD
Signs. Tor each location on Exhibit E, however, that CBS is unable to develop as a double-
faced LECMD Sign due to factors beyond CBS's control (such as inability to adequately rczone
a location, inability to comply with spacing or other limitations or restrictions imposed by state
taw and regulations, or inability to obtain a lease), the number of Authorized Lacations shall be
increased by one (1), In no event shall the number of LECMD Sign Faces exceed (wenty-four
(24).

B. Lifespan of LECMD Sign Faces. Each LECMD Sign Face may remain i pJacc for a
term of twenty-five (25) years from the date of the final inspection approval for such Sign by
the City of Jacksonville. At the conclusion of the twenty-five (25) years and absent any further
wrillen agreements among the Parties, the LECMD Sign Face must be converted to a Static
Sign FFace at CBS Outdoor’s expense.

C. New/Improved/Non-LECMD Technology.

l. Nothing herein shall be cornstrued as precluding CBS Qutdoor from:

a) utilizing new and/or improved technology oni its Signs so long as the
other lerms herein are abided by, including, but not limited to, the provisions
regarding Brightness, pursuant 1o Paragraph 1I(G), and the provisions regarding
Dwell Time, pursuant to Paragraph 1I(H).

(i) must be rebuilt and replaced due to a Parcel owner’s demands or
actions pursuant to a contract right; however, prior to exercising this
rebuild right, CBS Outdoor shall provide the City with proof of the
Parcel owner’s demands or actions pursuant to a contract right;

(it) are damaged or destroyed by storms or other weather events,
pursuant to restrictions and requirements found in Paragraph II(E)(5);

(iii) are taken by eminent domain or removed under the threat of eminent |

(i) Comply with the applicable permitting provisions of Paragraph

(ii) Make no change to the Sign Face type (e.g., a Static Sign Face may
not be converted into a LECMD Sign Face); and

(iii) Comply with the Sign Face size restrictions found in Paragraph
H(I)(1), the Sign Height restrictions found in Paragraph II(I)(2) and the
spacing requirements found in Paragraph II(I)(3).

of this substitution, including a written explanation of the impetus of the
substitution.

a) Rebuild Rights on a Ong-for-One Basis. In addition to the rights gramed'
in Paragraph 1{C)(2), CBS Outdoor shall have the right (o rebuild a Sign
“damaged” or “destroycd” (as defined by applicable state law or regulation) by a
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storm or other weather event on the same or an immediately abulting Parcel.
This right is subject to the terms, conditions and limitations set forth in this
Paragraph 1(E)(3)(c) and subject to any limitations or restrictions imposed by
applicable state law and regulation.

b) Rebuild Rights on a One-tor-Two Basis.  If a Sign is damaged or
destroyed by a storm or other weather event and may nol be rebuilt on the same
or immedialely abutting Parcel due to limitations or restrictions imposed by
applicable state law and regulation, the Sign Faces onthe destroyed Sigin may be
banked for use as a future rebuild right on a One-for-Two Basis, in accordance
with Paragraph 11{E)(4).

c) Notice to the City,  Prior to exercising any rebuild rights on a One-for-
One Basis, pursuant o Paragraph [I{E)(5)(a) ar a One-for-Two Basis, pursuant
to Paragraph IH(E)(5)(b), CBS Outdoor shall provide to the City an executed
aftfidavil verifying that the Sign was damaged or destroyed by a storm or other
weather event, and attesting (o whether CBS may rebuild the Sign on the same
or immediately abutling Parcel, as appropriale.

6. Signs on Which Compensation is Received. Sigis which are removed and for
which CBS Qutdoor accepts conipensation, whether through forced cdondemnation,
threat of eminent domain or any other voluntary prograi for removal of Signs, shall not
counnt as a Sign qualifying for a rebuild credit pursuant to Paragraphs 1I(E)(3). or
LI(B)(4). Signs for-which CBS Qutdoor was offered, but rejected, compensation may
count as a Sign qualilying for rebuild credit pursuant to Paragraphs H(EX3) or 1I{E)(4).
Prior to exercising such rebuild rights, CBS Quidoor must provide the City with wrilten
notification, which explains the circumstances surrounding the removal due to em_inent
domain ar the threat of eminent domain, including the governmental entity involved.

7. Permitting and Compliance with Building Codes, Prior (o any Repair, Removal,

Rebuild, and/or Replacement under this Paragraph 1I(E), CBS Outloor shall obtain

required permits. Permits shall not be required for nonstructural repairs including but

not limited to replacement of bolts, angle irons, saféty. equipment and similar Sign

componenls, All Signs which are repaired or replaced shall be repaired or constructed,
i as applicable, so as to meet ther-existing requirements of any applicable building code.

F. | Additional Signs. CBS Outdoor will not divectly or indirectly place any Sign in Duval
County, except pursuant to this Agreement, However, CBS Ouldoor may acquire Signs from
lhlrd parties buhjecl to an existing settlement agrcement o govumm, law. In the event of an
acquisition ol signs [rom a party o a setilement agreement.or that is a successor or an assignee
of a'party (o a settlement agreement, the Signs acquired by CBS Outdoor will be completely
subject to the terms of this Agreement, unless a takedown schedule still exists, in which case
CBS Outdoor shall ubide by and honor such takedown schedule of the Sign acquired from the
third party.

G. f Brightness. The brightness standard for CBS Outdoor’s Signs shall be 350 nits at night
and,’? 500 nits during the day, with an appropriate transition in the stipulated brightness during
the diisk and dawn (o be determined according to a methodology selected by CBS Outdoor.

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H. Frequency of Change. The Dwell Time standard for CBS Outdoor’s LECMD S1gns and
any substituted Non-LECMD Sigus, shall be no less than eight (8) seconds per change. The
Dwall Time for CBS Outdoor’s Static Signs shall be no less than one (1) hour per change.

1. Restrictions Applicable to All Signs.

. OTHER SETTLEMENT. With regaid to any pending or Futwe legislation, or pending
litigation between another outdoor advertising company, Scenic, and the City, if through settlement or
final adjudication thereof, the other outdoor adverlising company abtains terms which CBS Qutdoor
deems more favorable than those in this Agreement with respect to: (a) roacdways to which Signs can
be relocated; (b) zoning and/or future land use caiggories to which Signs can be relocated; (¢) removal
requirements of ‘Signs and/or Sign Faces in order to reccive relocation rights; (d) separation
requirements from residential arcas; (¢) spacing between Signs; () illumination and frequency
constraints for LECMD Sign Face(s); (g) height and/or size constraints for Signs and/or Sign Face(s);
or (h) other criteria affecting the operation and maintenance of the CBS Outdoor inventory in Duval
County, (,BS Outdoor shall have the option in its'sole discretion to elect the more favorable provisions
regulating buch criteria on a going-forward basis by providing written notice of the provision(s) o the
City and bwmc CBS Qutdoor shall not be required 1o adopt the entirety of the settlement in order to
adopt said mmc favorable term(s). Elections under this Paragraph shall be iirevocable. I Scenic and
the City uuc: into a settlement or veceive an adjudication of pending litigation, Scenic and the City
musl notify ICBS Ofitdoor of same within thirly (30) calendar days of the effective date of such
setilement 01';tthc adjudication.

IV, ADDjITIONAL SIGN REGULATION BY CITY. The parties further agrec, recognize, and
covenant thal neither this Paragraph nor any other provision in this- Agreement is intended to deprive
the City Couneil of its authority to promulgate legislation relating to off-site commercial billboards,
subject to any legal conscquences thereof,

V. VESTED RIGHTS. The parties covenant that CBS Outdoor has vested rights in its Signs,

including :all, L\lstmg Signs and all Signs rebuilt/relocated pursuant {o this Agreement. Moreover, the

parties specifically recognize that CBS Outdoor’s Signs arc not subject fo any dO\VllSlle]g
!
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requirements under Jacksonville Law. Nothing in this Agreement is meant to restrict CBS Outdoor’s
right to pursue any statutory or constitutional claim for just compensation and/or equitable relief,
including, but not limited to, injunctive relief or specific performance or available administrative
remedies, provided, however, that CBS Outdoor agrees that no requirement or restriction contained in
this Agreement shall give rise to any just compensation or takings claim against any party to this
Agreement. Further, nothing in this Agreement shall be construed as a waiver by the City of any
available defenses to a claim for just compensation and/or equitable relief.

VL.  PENDING LITIGATION & PROCEEDINGS.

“A. The Action. The Parties have jointly requested that the Action be stayed for ninety (90)
days, beginning September 23, 2014. Upon the Effective Date of this Agreement, the Parties
agree to promptly dismiss the Action with prejudice, which dismissal shall not operate to
prevent CBS Outdoor or the City from maintaining a separate action to enforce compliance
with the terms of this Agreement.

B. Soundwall Litigation. Within ten days after the Effective Date of this Agreement, the
Parties agree to promptly dismiss the Soundwall Litigation, Case No. 2013-CA-003122,
without prejudice, with all Parties to bear their own fees and costs. CBS agrees that it will not
initiate similar litigation regarding any of its Signs on residentially-zoned property within
Duval County unless the current state statule is amended.

C. Downtown Overlay District. CBS Outdoor agrees to cease its efforts to construct the
Ida Boyd sign or any Sign within the Downtown Overlay District and will accept reasonable
compensation from the FDOT for condemnation in connection with Case No. 16-2012-CA-
01042; however, CBS reserves the right to contest the amount of compensation due. Within
ten days afier the Effective Date of this Agreement, CBS OQutdoor will dismiss with prejudice
the appeal of the Downtown Investment Authority and Downtown Development Review Board
decisions.

VII.  APPROVAL BY CITY COUNCIL. In the event the City Council does not adopt this
Agreement by December 20, 2014, CBS Outdoor or Scenic or both may opt out of the Agreement by
providing written notice to the other party. If either party provides such written notice, this Agreement
shall be null and void.

VIII. BINDING EFFECT. This Agreement shall be binding upon the successors and assigns of all
parties to this Agreement. CBS Outdoor agrees to not transfer or otherwise convey any ownership
interest in any Sign controlled by the terms of this Agreement unless the transferee executes an
agreement to be bound by this Agreement, which agreement shall be in substantially the form attached
hereto as Exhibit J.

IX. ENFORCEMENT.

A. City and CBS Outdoor Enforcement Powers. In the event of a breach of this Agreement
by CBS Outdoor or the City, except as provided herein to the contrary and specifically subject
to the requirements set forth in Paragraph IX(C), the aggrieved party may bring an action
against the offending party for injunctive relief and specific performance to compel
enforeement of this Agreement.

B. Scenic_Enforcement Powers. In the event of a breach of this Agreement by CBS

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Ouidoor, Scenic may petition the City to exercise its rights granted in this Agreement; however,
the City. will ave no obligation 1o do so. Scenic may not bring an action against CBS Outdoor
ar the City to enforce this Agreement,

C. Issuance of Permits. [f the City refuses and/or fails to issue CBS Qutdoor a permit to
rebuild/relocate a Sign under this Agreement, CBS Outdoor will exhaust any administrative
remedies prior to initiating litigation pertaining to same. For purposes of this Agrecment, the
available administrative remedy is as follows: Within thirty (30) days of any final action taken
by the Building Inspection Division concerning a Sign, CBS Qutdoor may pelition the City for
administrative review pursuant lo the then-existing ordinance code. The administrative
agency’s delermination constitutes final action by the City, which may be challenged in a civil
action as provided by then-existing law, '

D. Insufficient Permifting. As (o any Sign built, rebuilt or relocated without sufficient
permitting, CBS Qutdoor, after notification from the Cily, shall apply for a permit covering
said Sign within the amount of time prescribed by the then-current applicable law as set forth in
the applicable section(s) of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code. Onee granted, CBS Outdoor
shall bring the Sign into compliance with the terms of the permit within the amount of time
prescribed by applicable Jaw. 1 a permil is not granted, then CBS Qutdoor, afier notification
from the City specifically describing the reason(s) for denial, shall take appropriate corective
action within the amount of time prescribed by applicable law. 1f CBS Outdoor fails to take
appropriate corrective action, the City, upon prior notice to CBS Outdoor pursuan{ o
applicable law, shall have the right to removce the Sign at CBS Outdoor's sole expense. [ CBS
Outdoor is unable 1o perform under the terms of this Agreement due to adverse weather
conditions, any enforcement efforts shal} be held in abeyance for the amount of time prescribed
by applicable law. In the event the City wrongfully removes Signs in accordance with this
Paragraph, it shall be liable for damages for such wrongful removal. Such damages shall
consist solely of the cost of re-erecting the removed Sign, if not re-erected by the City, and
such other damages as provided by applicable law.

or representation by any other Party hereto, except as otherwise set foith herein. Each Party rcpresents
and warrants that its execution of this Agreement does not violate any covenant, agreement or ather
undertaking to which it is a Partly. Lach Party represents. and warrants that it has not assigned or
otherwise (ransferred o any other person or enfity not a party hereto any right with respect to any
claim, disagreement or dispute settled by this Agreement.

XV. FEES AND COSTS. Except as otherwise agreed between CBS Outdoor and Seenic in a
written Supplement to Settlement Agreement, cach Parly is responsible for ils own attorneys’ fees and
costs related to the -Action of any other dispute by or among the Parties and to the execution of this
Agreement.

XVI. SEVERABILITY. Ifany provision of this Agreement is held illegal and/or unenforceable in a
judicial proceeding, such provision shall be severed from this Agreement and shall be inoperative, and,
provided that the fundamental terms and conditions of this Agreenient remain legal and enforceable,
(he remainder of this Agreement shall remain operative and binding on the Parties.

XVII. TERMINATION, This Agreement will terminate on December 31, 2050 and Signs existing
at that time shall be considercd lawlully crected and subject to then-existing stalo and local law. With
the exception ol waivers and releases herein, the remainder of this Agreement shall be of no further
force and effect.

XVIIL ENTIRE AGREEMENT. The Parties further represent and agree that this Agreement
(together with the Schedules and Exhibits attached herelo) contains, and is intended as, a complete
statement of all of the terms of the 'u‘rang,cmcnts between the Parties with respect to the matters set
forth herein, and supersedes any previous agreements and understandings between the Parties with
respect o those matters. CBS Outdoor and Scenic agree that additional terms, applicable exclusively
to those two parties, are delineated in a written Supplement (o Settlement Agreement, which shall
become effective on the Effective Date of this Agreement.

XIX. JOINT CONTRIBUTION. The Parties acknowledge that they jointly contributed to the
drafling of this Agreement. In the cvent of ambiguity, no rule of interpretation or cons{ruction based
on an allegation that one Party to this Agreement drafted this Agreement shall be applied to construe
this Agreement for or againsl any Parly.

XX. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Partics hercto agree (o exceute any and all [urther
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instruments and documents and lake all actions as may be reasonably requircd to cffectuate the terms
