Council Member Boyer offers the following floor amendment to File No. 2014-723:

(1) On page 3, lines 15-24, strike the following:

“
The engagement of private counsel for the City shall require written certification by the general counsel of its necessity, and shall be in accordance with procedures set forth by the council. 

The General Counsel may employ, supervise and terminate assistant general counsels to assist with the efficient provision of legal services for the City’s independent agencies. The engagement of outside counsel for the independent agencies shall require written certification by the general counsel of its necessity, and shall require written certification of compliance with such independent agency’s charter authority.” and insert the following:

“
The General Counsel may employ, supervise and terminate assistant counsels to assist with the efficient provision of legal services for the City’s independent agencies. The General Counsel may authorize the independent agencies to engage outside counsel upon certification by the General Counsel of compliance with the Charter and with the agency’s authority and a written finding of necessity by the General Counsel. The General Counsel may authorize the City to engage outside private counsel upon written certification by the General Counsel of its necessity, and such engagement shall be in accordance with procedures set forth by the City Council.”; 
(2) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
