Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $200,000.00 from the Trail Ridge Landfill Mitigation Fund Retained Earnings to provide funding for repairs/improvements (including permitting costs) to the Magnolia Street Bridge Rehab project; provides for the Public Works Department to oversee the expenditure of funds and providing for the return of unspent funds; and amends the 2015-2019 Five-

Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E to add funding for the project entitled “Magnolia Street Bridge Rehab”.
Background Information: The Magnolia Bridge in Maxville was inspected by the Florida Department of Transportation on August 12, 2013, which concluded that the bridge was structurally deficient.  This repair project was removed from the 2014/2015 budget legislation prior to Ordinance 2014 -466-E being enacted on by the Council. As indicated in the Interim Inspection Report by the Florida Department of Transportation dated April 4, 2014, the bridge repair is in need of immediate attention and improvement.
