Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation is to provide funding for repairs/improvements (including permitting costs) to the Magnolia Bridge in Maxville.  A bridge inspection by the Florida Department of Transportation on August 12, 2013 concluded that the bridge is structurally deficient. The repair project was originally included in the City’s 2014/2015 budget legislation, Ordinance 2014-466-E, but was removed before the Ordinance was enacted by the Council. A cost estimate for the construction costs has been prepared and a contractor has been selected utilizing the City’s Procurement Code. The cost estimate is included Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 3.

Oversight. The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Works Department to oversee the repair and improvements. Any funds which are unspent for the purposes set forth herein shall be returned to the account of origin by September 30, 2015.  
Section 4.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2014-467-E, being the 2015-2019 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to add funding for the project entitled “Magnolia Street Bridge Rehab.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2, and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because the bridge repair is in need of immediate attention and improvement as indicated in the Interim Inspection Report by the Florida Department of Transportation dated April 4, 2014, On File with the Division of Legislative Services. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E. In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 5.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Callaway Contracting, Inc. (CCl} is pleased to submit this proposal for Design Build services for
the wooden bridge repairs to the Magnolia Street bridge #724085. After meeting with Right of Way and
Grounds for the City of Jacksonville and reviewing the existing conditions with our design partner,
Eisman and Russo, it has been determined that repairs to the bridge are necessary as indicated by the
FDOT inspections as well as the visible signs of structural failure. Based on multiple conversations and
site visits regarding the scope of this repair project, we have prepared Phase Two pricing for this project
according to the Revised Bridge Repair Report dated 3/12/2014 and our design modifications for
constructability as discussed last week. In summary, we will construct the repairs with a top down
approach instead of the repair from below. The 400 Ib stringers cannot be man handled under the
bridge as originally proposed by our EOR. We will also wire brush and scrape loose paint from the
railings and posts and paint with a water base white paint. FDOT bridge number will be stenciled at each
end of the bridge.
