ORDINANCE 2014-736-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE A Memorandum of UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE JACKSONVILLE TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY TO DELINEATE THE PARTIES RESPONSIBILITIES AND OBLIGATIONS DURING DESIGN, PROCUREMENT AND CONSTRUCTION OF THE FERRY SLIPWALLS FOR THE ST. JOHNS RIVER FERRY; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (“City”) and the Jacksonville Transportation Authority (“JTA”) has entered into an Interlocal Agreement which contemplates, among other things, the transfer of the St. Johns River Ferry from the City to the JTA within the next year; and 


WHEREAS, the City has been allocated funding through state and federal grants and appropriations to make necessary repairs to the ferry slipwalls for each ferry terminal, and some of the funding will expire on June 30, 2015 if not utilized, unless the City is able to request an extension of time or request an re-appropriation of the funding, and the success of such requests cannot be guaranteed; and 


WHEREAS, given the constraints to utilize the funding and the current condition of the ferry slipwalls, time is of the essence and the City and JTA believe that it is advantageous and essential that they move forward with selection of contractors to perform this work and that construction of the work be commenced as soon as possible; and 

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City and JTA to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding which would delineate the parties responsibilities and obligations during this transitional period in relation to procurement of a contractor and construction and completion of the work; now therefore 


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Memorandum of Understanding Approved. For the purposes set forth in this ordinance, there is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute on behalf of the City of Jacksonville, the Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Jacksonville and the Jacksonville Transportation Authority which will solely address the parties responsibilities and obligations as to the project for ferry slipwall replacement, including selection of a contractor (pursuant to JTA procurement guidelines) and JTA’s role as project manager in construction and completion of the work.   


Section 2. 
Purpose.
The purpose of the authorization for execution of the agreement in Section 1 is to allow the parties to move forward with the selection of a contractor and commence construction of the project prior to the transfer of the St. Johns  River Ferry to JTA. 
Section  3.
Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that JTA would like to initiate the procurement process as soon as possible, and a memorandum of understanding is needed to establish the responsibilities and obligations of the City and JTA.


Section 4.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
