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ORDINANCE 2014-764-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING PARK STREET IN MAXVILLE WHICH EXTENDS FROM PENNSYLVANIA AVENUE TO CAROLINA AVENUE IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 TO “MAXVILLE PARK DRIVE”; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, there are currently three streets in Jacksonville that share the same street name of “Park Street”; and

WHEREAS, there exists a “Park” Street located in the Maxville area having its origin identified on a Maxville plat dating back to 1910; and

WHEREAS, the second “Park” Street is located in the Bayard area in southeast Duval County; and

WHEREAS, the third “Park” Street is located in the Riverside-Avondale Historic District extending from Riverside Street and Avondale Streets and beyond Hyde Park; and

WHEREAS, Section 745.212, Ordinance Code, requires the elimination of duplicate street names within the City; and
WHEREAS, due to the duplicate street names, and the requirement to re-assign out of sequence addresses, the existing Park Street located in Maxville, which extends from Pennsylvania Avenue to Carolina Avenue, should be changed to “Maxville Park Drive”; and 

WHEREAS, the re-naming of the Park Street located in Maxville eliminates confusion, and allows for the precise location of properties; and

WHEREAS, on August 22, 2013 the Planning and Development Department staff invited the property owners of the affected properties to attend the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee meeting to participate in the discussion concerning the duplication of the Park Street names. A copy of each letter is attached as Composite Exhibit 1; and 

WHEREAS, on September 4, 2013, the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee determined, and made a recommendation that the public street name “Park Street” which extends from Pennsylvania Avenue to Carolina Avenue should be changed to “Maxville Park Drive” in order to eliminate the potential confusion and delay in emergency response.  The Recommendation and a copy of the minutes of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee are attached hereto as Composite Exhibit 2; and

WHEREAS, the street name change affects the street addresses of two (2) parcels; and
WHEREAS, on November 12, 2013, a letter and an appeal form were mailed to the property owners and residents of the affected properties to notify each owner and resident of the decision by the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee to change the name of “Park Street” located in Maxville and, if necessary, an opportunity to appeal the decision. A copy of each letter is attached as Composite Exhibit 3; and

WHEREAS, on December 12, 2013, a letter and a street ballot form were mailed to the property owners and residents of the affected properties to notify each owner and resident of the decision by the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee to change the name of “Park Street” located in Maxville and, an opportunity to participate in the renaming of the street. Two (2) ballots were returned with one (1) ballot voting for Maxville Park Drive and one (1) ballot voting for Parkside Farms.  A copy of each letter is attached as Composite Exhibit 4; and
WHEREAS, on April 21, 2014, one property owner attended the public meeting, and completed the Street Naming Ballot by selecting the new name of “Maxville Park Drive.”  A copy of the minutes and the Street Naming Ballot is attached as Composite Exhibit 5; and
WHEREAS, on May 28, 2014, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the recommendation of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, and made a determination that there was no historical impact.  A copy of the agenda, staff report, minutes and the approval of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission is attached hereto as Composite Exhibit 6; and 
WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 745 Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name of the applicable segment of “Park Street” to “Maxville Park Drive”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Segment of “Park Street” Renamed.  The name of that segment of “Park Street” which extends from Pennsylvania Avenue to Carolina Avenue in Council District 11 is hereby renamed “Maxville Park Drive”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed segment of “Park Street” is attached hereto as Exhibit 7.
Section 2.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Although the Commitiee had previously accepted the addressing scheme that
cumrently used by the residents for the majority of the complex, there was question about
two of the buildings in the complex that are addressed off of Courageous Court South.
The issue was tabled because there was a question as to whether these buildings should
be assigned ofi of Courageous Court South or Americas Cup Circle West.

The Chairman asked if the issue was left up to JSO and JFRD and staff responded
yese.

8492 Florida Avenue (Park Street Renaming) - Staff identified that the issue
concerning this address had previously been heard by the Committee and that the issue
was being brought back to the Committee along with the other issues in this area so that
all of the issues could ali be resolved at one time.

Pat Wélte made a motion to reconsider the issue, the motion was seconded, and
the Commiﬁep voted in favor of the reconsideration.

Staff identified that this issue was brought to their attention as JaxStar JSO issue 550
and it concerned the property at 8492 Florida Avenue. The problem is that Florida Avenue
has an address range in the 18000 block range. Research into this issue revealed that the
address of 8492 falls correctly within the address range of Park Street but the resident is
using the oddiess with the Forida.Avenue street name.

The original decision involved reassigning this address from Park Street but it came
up that Park Street is a duplicate street name. Staff showed on a map the locations of the
3 Park Streets in Jacksonville.

Staff continued the presentation by pointing cut that the Florida Avenue Street
name also duplicates and identified the location of the other Florida Avenue on the map.

During the presentation pictures of the structure at 8492 Florida Avenue were shown
that identified that the house faces on to Park Street but that the mailbox is located on
Florida Avenue. Staff explained that the structure facing was the reason that the
Committee had previously made the decision to reassign the address off of Park Street but
that the Park Street name is a duplicate street name.

Staff identified that any duplicate street located in a historic district is automatically
protected which in this case requires the Park Streets located in Bayard and Maxville to be
changed. So if the decision is to reassign the subject property from Park Street then the
street name would need to change prior to reassigning the address so that this individual
will not have their address changed twice.

Mr. Byrd asked if 12 addresses would affected by renaming the streete,

Staff pointed to three properties outlined in red on the map and explained that two
of these properties are assigned from Park Street and the third property is the property
8492 Florida Avenue which will have to change in some way regardiess. Therefore, only
two additional properties would need to be readdressed as a result of the renaming of
Park Street.

Mr. Van Gorder asked why the sireet name would have to change if the address
ranges don't.overlap in any other areas of town.

Staff explained that the Ordinance specifies that all duplicate street names be
eliminated. At some point along the line someone will change these road names unless
the ordinance is revised to exclude it.
