A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE NORTHEAST FLORIDA CHAPTER OF THE AMERICAN RED CROSS ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 100TH ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the American Red Cross is one of our nation’s most respected not-for-profit organizations, and is an outstanding example of the American traits of volunteerism and selfless service to one’s fellow citizens; and


WHEREAS, the American Red Cross came to Northeast Florida in 1914 and in the last century has served hundreds of thousands of individuals and families in times of disaster and crisis, providing food, clothing, temporary housing and mental health counseling and comfort to those displaced by fire, storm or other disaster; providing food and sleeping quarters to first responders working at disaster scenes; providing disaster preparedness information and training; providing first aid, lifesaving, CPR, and other emergency health care training; and supporting active duty military personnel and their families with resources specific to their special needs; and

WHEREAS, in 2014 the Northeast Florida Chapter has provided 8,500 services in the 8-county Northeast Florida area, including feeding, clothing and sheltering 380 families displaced from their homes by fires, floods and storms, has given disaster preparedness presentations and training to over 64,000 people, and has distributed 1.2 million pamphlets covering first aid and disaster preparedness topics; and 


WHEREAS, the City is proud to have such an active and dependable partner in caring for the emergency needs of its citizens, and wishes to commemorate the good work of the Red Cross in our area for 100 years; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends the Northeast Florida Chapter of the American Red Cross for its incalculable contributions to the Northeast Florida region in times of danger and disaster and in fostering preparedness for emergency situations, and thanks the staff and volunteers who give so selflessly of their time and talents to their fellow citizens in times of need.
