Thank you for contacting the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department. This letter is in
response to your request for confirmation of the consistency of the Community Development Coalition
Corporation’s (CDCC) participation in the Community Contribution Tax Credit Program with the City of
Jacksonville’s plans, regulations and 2030 Comprehensive Plan.
