BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Conveyance of perpetual easement approved.  There is hereby approved, in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the conveyance to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) of a 12’ x 45’ perpetual easement over the southerly right of way line of Losco Road near its intersection with Peppermill Lane for the purposes of constructing and maintaining access for ingress and egress in, over, under, upon, and through the subject right of way.
Section 2.

Execution of Perpetual Easement authorized. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Perpetual Easement, in substantially the same form as is set forth in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, and all other documents necessary or appropriate to convey the perpetual easement to FDOT.  
Section 3. 
Purpose.
The purpose of the perpetual easement is to allow FDOT to access a retention pond that is part of an FDOT roadway construction project on I-295 from the Buckman Bridge to I-95.
