ORDINANCE 2015-2-E
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 73 (ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD), SECTION 73.102 (POWERS AND DUTIES), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ADD NEW SUBSECTIONS (O) AND (P) TO INCLUDE ADDITIONAL DUTIES OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD AS RECOMMENDED BY THE TASK FORCE ON CONSOLIDATED GOVERNMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on August 27, 2013, the Task Force on Consolidated Government was created by then-Council President Bill Gulliford with a charge to undertake an in-depth review of the history, formation, and operation of the consolidated government of Jacksonville, including a full examination of all departments, divisions, boards, commissions, and independent authorities; and 
WHEREAS on October 14, 2014, the Task Force on Consolidated Government issued its final report, “Blueprint for Improvement II” with recommendations for action to improve the government and enhance operations, structure and efficiencies; and

WHEREAS, the Task Force on Consolidated Government recommended certain changes to the Ordinance Code regarding the powers and duties of the Environmental Protection Board to better serve the community;  and

WHEREAS, amendments to Chapter 73, Ordinance Code, are required to implement such changes; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Amending Section 73.102 (Powers and Duties), Ordinance Code.  Section 73.102 (Powers and Duties), Chapter 73 (Environmental Protection Board), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:
CHAPTER 73.  ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD.

Sec. 73.102.
Powers and Duties.
The Board shall have the following powers and duties: 
*  *  *

(o)  The Board shall oversee the compilation and distribution of data, on an annual basis and using existing available resources, on water quality within Duval County, including drinking water, surface water, and groundwater.  The information shall be provided to CPACs and registered neighborhood organizations in a format so that it can be organized or reviewed by Council District, Planning District, or other identifiable area.   

(p)  The Board shall, with the support of the Environmental Quality Division, provide data, on at least a quarterly basis and using existing resources, on incidents of chemical spills, water pollution, groundwater contamination, and other relevant hazards as received by the Environmental Quality Division, to the public. The information shall be provided to CPACs, registered neighborhood organizations and by posting such information on the City website.
