ORDINANCE 2015-3
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 95.103 (Membership; terms; composition), Chapter 95 (Jacksonville Waterways Commission), ORDINANCE CODE, TO INCLUDE ONE MEMBER OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION AND ONE MEMBER OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD AS EX OFFICIO MEMBERS OF THE JACKSONVILLE WATERWAYS COMMISSION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, on August 27, 2013, the Task Force on Consolidated Government was created by then-Council President Bill Gulliford with a charge to undertake an in-depth review of the history, formation, and operation of the consolidated government of Jacksonville, including a full examination of all departments, divisions, boards, commissions, and independent authorities; and 
WHEREAS on October 14, 2014, the Task Force on Consolidated Government issued its final report, “Blueprint for Improvement II” with recommendations for action to improve the government and enhance operations, structure and efficiencies; and

WHEREAS, the Task Force on Consolidated Government recommended certain changes to the Ordinance Code regarding the membership of the Waterways Commission to include ex officio members from the Planning Commission and the Environmental Protection Board; and

WHEREAS, amendment to Chapter 95, Ordinance Code, is required to implement such changes; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amending Chapter 95 (Jacksonville Waterways Commission), Ordinance Code. Section 95.103 (Membership; terms; composition), Chapter 95 (Jacksonville Waterways Commission), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 95. JACKSONVILLE WATERWAYS COMMISSION

Sec. 95.103
Membership; terms; composition. 
The Commission shall be composed of thirteen members as follows:

(a) 
Three members of the City Council appointed by the Council President plus one member of the City Council to be designated as an alternate member and to act as an alternate member in the absence of one of the appointed members.

(b)
One member of the Duval County Legislative Delegation as designated by the Chairman of the Delegation.

(c)
Nine members of the general public as appointed by the City Council. Commission members from the general public shall serve for three-year staggered terms or until their successors shall have been appointed by the City Council. Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 50.104, Ordinance Code, members from the general public may serve for up to three consecutive full terms.  After serving three consecutive full terms, no member may be eligible for appointment for the next succeeding term.
(d)  The Council President shall request that one member of the Planning Commission and one member of the Environmental Protection Board attend the Commission meetings and participate and advise the Commission as recognized by the Chair.

(d)
(e) The Council President shall annually designate a City Council member to act as chairman of the Commission and a member of the commission to act as vice-chairman of the Commission.


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
