BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amending Section 804.617 (Obstructing Visibility), Ordinance Code. Section 804.617, Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:
Chapter 804. Jacksonville Traffic Code

Part 6. Miscellaneous Driving Rules
* * *

Sec. 804.617. Obstructing Visibility.
No person shall place or cause to be placed or maintained, either temporarily or permanently, a sign, card, poster, pennant, banner, bush, tree, hedge or other obstruction: 

(a) On private property within 25 feet of a street intersection, measured from the street right-of-way, so as to interfere with traffic visibility at the intersection. 

(b) On private property in such a manner as to interfere with traffic visibility or a driver using an unauthorized driveway or alley. 

(c) Within the right-of-way of a street in the City.

Violation of this offense shall constitute a class A offense. 
Any person violating the obstruction of visibility restrictions of this Section shall be guilty of a non-criminal offense punishable by a civil penalty as a class A infraction pursuant to City Code Chapter 609 (Code Enforcement Citations) or alternatively may be enforceable/punishable as provided for in state or federal law pertaining to operations of vehicles.
