ORDINANCE 2015-7
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING THE RULES OF THE COUNCIL; AMENDING RULE 2.102 (STANDING COMMITTEE DUTIES), CHAPTER 2 (COMMITTEES), PART 1 (GENERAL RULES), Council Rules, TO  provide for the ATTENDANCE of the Director of the Department of Health for Duval County, or his or her designee to the standing committee which addresses issues related to the Health Department, human services, health, hospitals, and related matters; AMENDING RULE 3.102 (PREPARATION OF BILLS), CHAPTER 3 (LEGISLATION), PART 1 (GENERAL RULES), Council Rules, TO require Any legislation filed which approves or authorizes a contract or agreement for execution by the City shall specify the department, agency, commission, or other governmental entity within the City which will have management and oversight responsibility for the particular contract or agreement; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, on August 27, 2013, the Task Force on Consolidated Government was created by then-Council President Bill Gulliford with a charge to undertake an in-depth review of the history, formation, and operation of the consolidated government of Jacksonville, including a full examination of all departments, divisions, boards, commissions, and independent authorities; and 
WHEREAS on October 14, 2014, the Task Force on Consolidated Government issued its final report, “Blueprint for Improvement II” with recommendations for action to improve the government and enhance operations, structure and efficiencies; and

WHEREAS, the Task Force on Consolidated Government recommended certain changes to the Council Rules including allowing the Director of the Department of Health to serve as an “ex officio,” non-voting member of the committee responsible for issues relating to public health and safety; and

WHEREAS, the Task Force on Consolidated Government also suggested that the Council Rules be revised so that any legislation approving a contract or agreement should specify the department, agency, commission, or other governmental entity of the City which will manage and have oversight responsibility for such contract or agreement; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

RULE 2.102
  STANDING COMMITTEE DUTIES


(a)
In establishing standing committees, the President-Elect shall, in his/her discretion, ensure that the following matters are referred or delegated, in no particular order, to the standing committees:

Matters relating to auditing; performance measurement and benchmarking; service quality improvement and public satisfaction with government services; annual budget policy priority setting pursuant to Section 106.201, Ordinance Code; audits of the City and Independent Agencies; selection and retention of the auditor to perform the annual independent audit required by Section 5.11 of the Charter; TRUE Commission reports; advanced communication and technology use and "e-government"; education and schools; Duval County School Board; literacy issues; higher education institutions and issues; hospitals; Health Department; human services; welfare; health; courts; consumer affairs; “J-Bills” and legislation before the Florida Legislature and all related subjects.  The Council President shall request that the Head of the Department of Health or his/her designee attend the committee to which matter involving public health and safety are referred and participate and advise the Council as recognized by the Chair.

Section 2.

Council Rule 3.102 Amended.  Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills) of Chapter 3 (Legislation), Part 1 (General Rules), is amended to add a new subsection (i) to read as follows:

(i)  Contracts or Agreements.  Any legislation filed which approves or authorizes a contract, agreement, lease, easement or grant agreement, for execution by the City shall specify the department, agency, commission, or other governmental entity within the City which will have management and oversight responsibility for the particular contract, agreement, lease, easement or grant agreement.
