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ORDINANCE 2015-8-E
An ordinance appropriating $750,000 IN STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY (DEO) DISASTER RECOVERY INITIATIVE (DRI) FUNDS TO SUB-RECIPIENT JACKSONVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY (JHA) FOR THE ROOFING PROJECT AT THE SOUTHWIND VILLAS MULTI-FAMILY HOUSING FACILITY (THE “PROJECT”), AS INITIATED BY B.T. 15-013; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2015-2016; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER A LETTER OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JHA; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE FEDERALLY-FUNDED SUBGRANT AGREEMENT FOR THE DISASTER RECOVERY INITIATIVE (DRI) SUPPLEMENTAL FUNDS BETWEEN THE CITY AND DEO; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2014-2015 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2015-2016.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide Florida Department of Economic Opportunity (DEO) Disaster Recovery Initiative (DRI) funds to sub-recipient Jacksonville Housing Authority (JHA) for the roofing project at the Southwind Villas Multi-Family Housing Facility, located at 8711 Newton Road (the “Project”). JHA will bid and construct the roofing repairs for the Project and will receive reimbursement through the Letter of Understanding between the City of Jacksonville and JHA, placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services, after which the City will be reimbursed by DEO pursuant to the Federally-funded Subgrant Agreement for the Disaster Recovery Initiative (DRI) Supplemental Funds between the City and the State of Florida Department of Economic Opportunity, placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services. A copy of the White Paper for the Project is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 4.

Approval and authorization of Letter of Understanding.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Letter of Understanding between the City and JHA.
Section 5.

Approval and authorization of Federally-funded Subgrant Agreement.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Federally-funded Subgrant Agreement for the Disaster Recovery Initiative (DRI) Supplemental Funds between the City and DEO.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Project Summary

The Department of Economic Opportunity (DEQ), Community Development Block Grant
for Disaster Recovery Initiative (DRI) awarded a grant to the City of Jacksonville for a
total of $750,000.00 specifically for sub-recipient, the Jacksonville Housing Authority to
replace roofs on 10 of the remaining 19 buildings in the Southwind Villas complex.
Grant agreement # 15DB-D4-04-26-02-DD1.

The Southwind Villas is a 244 unit, (46 Buildings) public housing complex, owned and
operated by the Jacksonville Housing Authority(JHA) and is located at 8711 Newton
Road in Jacksonville.. Because of the type funds, which could only be used on multi-
family housing, the State of Florida can only award a project to local governments. The
Jacksonville Housing Authority thru the City of Jacksonville submitted an application for
the funds and requested we receive them on their behalf, with them as a sub-recipient.
The DEO approved the application and awarded the funds to JHA thru COJ. They plan
to use the funding for buildings: 7, 9, 12, 13, 35, 36, 37, 39, 40 and 41.

A CIP amendment is not required since this is not a capital improvement project for the
City of Jacksonville. This is considered a pass thru grant.
