1. If subdivision will be private and gated. then an adequate public turn around area is
required prior to gate/access panel/call box.

3. A left lane may be required on Trout River Boulevard at the enfrance roadway, subject to
the review of the City Traffic Engineer. If required, the turn lane shall be designed to FDOT
standards based on the design speed (posted plus 5 mph minimumj), and will include
extruded thermoplastic pavement markings, reflective pavement markers and an overlay
of the entire clc?nstrucfion limits.

4. Provide sidewalks as per the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Development
Procedures Manual.

| 5. ldentification SIgnoge fences, walls, and landscaping shall be located so that horizontal

| line of sight is r’101 obstructed as outlined in FDOT Design Standards Index 546.
