ORDINANCE 2015-29
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; RENAMING A SECTION OF TAYLOR FIELD ROAD WHICH EXTENDS WEST FROM LONGLEAF BRANCH ROAD TO A DEAD END IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 TO “ROUND HOUSE ROAD”; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(g), ORDINANCE CODE REGARDING THE REQUIREMENT THAT ALL STREET NAME CHANGES SHALL BE FOR THE ENTIRE LENGTH OF THE STREET NAME; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the Addressing Section of the Planning and Development Department that Taylor Field Road which extends west from Longleaf Branch Road to a dead end should be changed to a new street name due to the local law enforcement’s recent difficulty to locate the portion of the road during a call for assistance; and 

WHEREAS, there is no physical connection between that portion of Taylor Field Road accessed from Old Middleburg Road, and the portion accessed from a newly constructed internal street named Longbranch Drive within the Longleaf Subdivision; and 

WHEREAS, the renaming of this roadway eliminates one (1) of three (3) unconnected segments of the existing Taylor Field Road; and

WHEREAS, any attempt to access a property from an incorrect road segment may create a delay in emergency response; and

WHEREAS, the existing road configuration and name for that segment of Taylor Field Road is confusing and inconsistent; and

WHEREAS, the re-naming of Taylor Field Road eliminates confusion, and allows for the precise location of properties that have access from the portion of Taylor Field Road that extends west from Longleaf Branch Road; and

WHEREAS, on September 18, 2013,
the Planning and Development Department staff invited the affected property owners to attend the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee (“Committee”) meeting to participate in the discussion concerning issues involving their current street address assignments; a copy of each letter is on file as Composite Exhibit 1; and
WHEREAS, on October 2, 2013, the Committee considered staff’s presentation and comments from the public concerning Taylor Field Road wherein the spokesperson of the affected property owners requested the Committee to re-name Taylor Field Road to “Roundhouse Road”; and 
WHEREAS, the Committee deferred the decision concerning the renaming of Taylor Field Road in order to allow staff to research additional information about the access location; a copy of the excerpt minutes of the October 2, 2013 Committee meeting is attached as Exhibit 2; and
WHEREAS, on November 18, 2013, the Planning and Development Department staff invited affected property owners to attend the December 4, 2013 Committee meeting to participate in the discussion of issues concerning their current street address assignments; a copy of each letter is on file as Composite Exhibit 3; and
WHEREAS, on December 4, 2013, the Committee determined and recommended that the public street name “Taylor Field Road” which extends west from Longleaf Branch Road should be changed in order to eliminate the potential confusion and delay in emergency response; the recommendation and a copy of the excerpt minutes of the December 4, 2013 meeting are attached as Composite Exhibit 4; and

WHEREAS, the street name change affects the street addresses of 13 residential properties; and

WHEREAS, on May 28, 2014, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the recommendation of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, and made a determination that there was no historical impact;  a copy of the report, agenda, minutes and the approval of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission are attached hereto as Composite Exhibit 5; and
 WHEREAS, on November 14, 2014, the Planning and Development Department staff notified the adjacent property owners, including the 13 affected property owners, informing them of the decision of the Committee to change the Taylor Field Road street name to “Round House Road” as well as provided 14 days to adjacent and affected property owners to appeal the Committee’s decision; a copy of each letter is on file as Composite Exhibit 6; and
WHEREAS, no appeal was filed by any adjacent or affected property owners; and
WHEREAS, a copy of the map of “Taylor Field Road” is attached hereto as Exhibit 7; and
WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (g), Ordinance Code, require that street name changes be for the entire length of the street, and not a short segment; but given the nature of a potential delay in locating Taylor Field Road, the Council hereby has determined to waive any limitation on the entire length of a street, and also to waive any other ordinance or rule inconsistent with the purposes of this ordinance; now therefore; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name of the applicable segment of “Taylor Field Road” to “Round House Road”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Segment of “Taylor Field Road” Renamed.  The name of that segment of “Taylor Field Road” which extends west from Longleaf Branch Road to a dead end, in Council District 11, is hereby renamed “Round House Road”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed segment of “Taylor Field Road” is attached hereto as Exhibit 7.
Section 2.

Waiver of Section 745.105 (g). Section 745.105 (g) Ordinance Code, requiring that street name changes be for the entire length of a street, is hereby waived to allow for the new street name as set forth in Section 1 hereof.  
Section 3.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 4.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
