Bill Summary: The ordinance approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver that certain Sovereignty Submerged Lands Fee Waived Lease Renewal (BOT File No. 160344942) between the City of Jacksonville and the Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund of the State of Florida for the operation of a one (1) – slip docking facility, without fueling facilities, to be used exclusively for the mooring of a tour vessel in conjunction with an upland public river taxi service in Fort George Inlet for a five-year term.
Background Information: The ordinance allows the City to execute a submerged land lease with the State of Florida at Alimicani Park.  The submerged land is owned by the State of Florida.  The City already has an existing dock at the site for a stop on a water taxi route.  The National Parks Service intends to operate a water taxi route along the Timuquana,  a route which includes Fort George Island.  This site is located in Council District 11.

Properties in this area are jointly owned by the City and State of Florida.
