RESOLUTION 2015-47-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE TRINITY CHRISTIAN ACADEMY FOOTBALL TEAM FOR WINNING THE 2014 FLORIDA STATE CLASS 3A CHAMPIONSHIP; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Trinity Christian Conquerors football team finished an extremely challenging 2014 regular season that saw the team play two powerhouse opponents on national ESPN broadcasts with a record of 8-2 and convincingly won the District 3-1A title and the right to host a first round state playoff game; and


WHEREAS, after a relatively easy victory over Tallahassee Maclay High School in the opening round the Conquerors traveled to Ocala and prevailed over Trinity Catholic High School in a hard-fought 20-10 victory; and


WHEREAS, that road win earned the Conquerors another home game which resulted in a resounding 20 point victory over Lakeland Christian and a return trip to the state 3A title game in the Citrus Bowl in Orlando for yet another matchup against perennial foe in the American Heritage School of Delray Beach; and 


WHEREAS, with the two schools playing for the state title for the fourth time in 12 years, the Trinity Christian Conquerors prevailed with a resounding 27-7 victory and earned back-to-back state titles for the second time in school history; and


WHEREAS, with the 2014 state championship, Trinity Christian joined the elite few schools that have earned 5 state titles and the outstanding senior class achieved its dream of winning multiple state championships to continue the program’s great legacy; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates the Trinity Christian Conquerors on winning back-to-back state Class 3A football championships, and extends its best wishes to Head Coach Verlon Dorminey, his staff, the players, and the entire Trinity Christian Academy family for this outstanding achievement.
