RESOLUTION 2015-52-A
A RESOLUTION urging the CITY COUNCIL PRESIDENT TO CONVENE A COMMITTEE TO REVIEW the KESSLER TRANSFER STATION FEASIBILITY STUDY FOR the PURPOSE OF NEGOTIATING THE MUNICIPAL SOLID WASTE TRANSFER STATION; REQUESTING A ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Municipal Solid Waste Transfer Stations (MSWTS) play an important role in a community’s total waste management system, serving as the link between a community’s municipal solid waste ("MSW") collection program and a final waste disposal facility; and


WHEREAS, the City contracted with Kessler Consulting of Tampa, Florida to conduct a transfer station feasibility study ("Study"); and


WHEREAS, in the Study, Kessler Consulting determined that financial savings to the City would come from having a MSWTS; and


WHEREAS, the hard-dollar savings result primarily from the shorter runs per route by the solid waste collection vehicles and include: (i) lower driver labor costs; (ii) reduced fuel consumption; (iii) reduced maintenance costs; and (iv) more efficient trailer operations; and


WHEREAS, among the soft-dollar costs that are important to the City, its Solid Waste Division, and its solid waste contractors are: (i) reduced emissions; (ii) less traffic congestion; (iii) reduced mileage and hence wear on local roads; (iv) shorter wait lines at disposal facilities; and (v) more convenient resident drop-off points than at a landfill; and


WHEREAS, the Study also shows that the City's franchise MSW haulers will show a savings in direct hauling costs based on the differences between the contractual centroids and the MSWTS and the population centroids and the MSWTS; and


WHEREAS, based upon the determination of need for an MSWTS facility the City Council would like to have the transfer station approved so that the benefits can be recognized as soon as possible; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Urging the formation of a Council Committee.  The City Council does hereby urge the Council President to constitute a committee to study and make a recommendation on the Kessler transfer station feasibility study and to negotiate a contract with the vendor that is prudent pursuant to that committee’s review.  

Section 2.
  
Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the Council needs time to study and negotiate a contract, and that the sooner the committee can be constituted and conclude the important work the sooner the cost saving can be recognized.


Section 3. 
Effective Date. This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
