Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $55,568.00 from the Jacksonville Journey to hire two part-time contracted employees to assist in the Teen Court and Neighborhood Accountability Board Diversion program.
Background Information: The Teen Court and Neighborhood Accountability Board Diversion program offers an alternative to arrest and detention for misdemeanor violations of the law. The funding is designated for Ex-Offender Training and requires everyone in the program to admit to his or her crimes in order to participate. The two part-time employees will assess, monitor and document cases referred to Teen Court.  The number of first-time juvenile offenders able to participate in the program will increase with the addition of staff.
