AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $55,568 FROM THE JACKSONVILLE JOURNEY TO INCREASE THE NUMBER OF FIRST-TIME JUVENILE OFFENDERS ABLE TO PARTICIPATE IN THE TEEN COURT AND NEIGHBORHOOD ACCOUNTABILITY BOARD DIVERSION PROGRAMS BY HIRING TWO PART-TIME CONTRACTED EMPLOYEES TO ASSIST IN ASSESSING, MONITORING, AND DOCUMENTING CASES REFERRED TO TEEN COURT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 15-016; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to increase the number of first-time juvenile offenders able to participate in the Teen Court and Neighborhood Accountability Board diversion programs as an alternative to arrest and detention for misdemeanor violations of the law. The funding will be used to pay two part-time contracted employees to assist in assessing, monitoring, and documenting cases referred to Teen Court. The funding is earmarked for Ex-Offender Training and everyone in the program must admit to his or her crimes in order to participate. .

Section 3.   Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
