Section 1.

Appropriation.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to improve accessibility awareness and quality of life for persons with disabilities in Duval County. The funds make it possible for the City to continue to provide ongoing miscellaneous assistance, sponsorship of various community activities, durable medical equipment and services, emergency assistance, and the Disabled Parking Enforcement program, as well as to fulfill its obligations under the Department of Justice Settlement Agreement.

Section 4.

Report required.
The Disabled Services Division of the Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services is hereby required to file a report with the Council Auditors in October and March on the status of the funds appropriated in Section 1.

Section 5.

Note: Annual operational costs are allocated from the Disabled Parking Trust Fund CSDS1H8-
04101 and do not represent the Disabled Services Division General Fund- RPDS011.

Professional Services — 03109- DSD provides interpreting services for citizens who are hearing
impaired to ensure communications with Government offices are accessible as required by the
Americans with Disability Act. This includes providing interpreter services for the following
Governmental Offices; Mayor’s Office, City Council, EOC, and DSD. DSD budgeted $5,000 for
Interpreting Service. Also funds are allocated to secure the cost of independent contractual
professional speakers and trainers for the ADA Symposium. DSD budgeted $3,000 for
Professional Services.

Annual Operational Cost: $8,000

Employee Training- 05401- Funds are used for multiple City employees in Disabled Services
Division to attend mandatory ADA training. The ADA training ensures the City of Jacksonville

satisfies the aécreditation requirements of all COJ Federal grants, and the Department of Justice

Settlement Agreement. Disabled Services provides annual accreditation documentation of
attended ADA training for the following City offices; JSO, EQC, and the COJ Grant Office

Annual Operational Cost: $8,000

with disabilities. The purchase of the Cane Detector to satisfy the Department of Justice
settlement. Department of Disabled Services has entered in a MOA with Job Corps to maximize
funding.
