Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2015-2016.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to improve accessibility awareness and quality of life for persons with disabilities in Duval County. The funds make it possible for the City to continue to provide ongoing miscellaneous assistance, sponsorship of various community activities, durable medical equipment and services, emergency assistance, and the Disabled Parking Enforcement program, as well as to fulfill its obligations under the Department of Justice Settlement Agreement.

Section 4.

Report required.
The Disabled Services Division of the Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services is hereby required to file a report with the Council Auditors in October of 2014 and March of 2015 on the status of the funds appropriated in Section 1.
