($32,969); $1,064,031 FROM HOMEOWNERSHIP FOR PEOPLE EVERYWHERE (HOPE III) PROGRAM MISCELLANEOUS REVENUES FOR 3) THE LOGAN’S HIDEAWAY SINGLE-FAMILY NEW CONSTRUCTION PROJECT ($57,031), 4) RIVERVIEW AREA INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS ($625,000), AND 5) THE PHELPS AND SPEARING AREA REDEVELOPMENT OF AFFORDABLE HOUSING TO BE DEVELOPED BY OPERATION NEW HOPE ($382,000); $940,000 IN URBAN DEVELOPMENT ACTION GRANT (UDAG) PROGRAM MISCELLANEOUS REVENUES TO THE LOGAN’S HIDEAWAY SINGLE-FAMILY NEW CONSTRUCTION PROJECT; $1,638,018 FROM RENTAL REHABILITATION PROGRAM MISCELLANEOUS REVENUES TO A REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT TO BE CALLED PAYNE STREET REDEVELOPMENT AND TO BE DEVELOPED BY NORTHWEST JACKSONVILLE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION; $1,700,000 IN COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDS FOR 6) INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS IN THE ROBINSON’S ADDITION, NEW TOWN, PAXON/WOODSTOCK, NORTH RIVERSIDE, LACKAWANNA, AND GRAN PARK NEIGHBORHOODS WITHIN DISTRICT 9 ($850,000) AND 7) INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS WITHIN DISTRICT 10 ($850,000), ALL AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 15-027; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016; PROVIDING FOR PURPOSE; AUTHORIZING THE CITY TO ENTER INTO CONTRACTS WITH THIRD PARTIES TO EXPEND FUNDS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE RESPECTIVE PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS; AMENDING THE 2015-2019 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2014-467-E BY REDUCING FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “NEW KINGS (US 1) TROUT RIVER BLVD TO BORDEN” IN ORDER TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “NEW KINGS RD (US 1) I-295 TO GARNETTE ST”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the purpose of the City’s Rehabilitation Loan Program was to provide low-interest loans to eligible property owners to repair and correct hazardous or deteriorated conditions; and


WHEREAS, the purpose of the federal Homeownership for People Everywhere (HOPE III) Programs was to provide funding for the acquisition, rehabilitation, and resale of single-family homes to low-income families; and


WHEREAS, the purpose of the federal Urban Development Action Grant (UDAG) Programs was to stimulate economic development in distressed communities; and


WHEREAS, the purpose of the federal Rental Rehabilitation Program was to increase the supply of standard rental housing available and affordable to low income tenants; and


WHEREAS, the funds from these closed-out programs are considered Miscellaneous Revenues as defined by the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development; and

WHEREAS, these funds can be expended on any activity eligible under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville has accumulated $4,697,018 in Miscellaneous Revenues and these moneys require appropriation; and


WHEREAS, the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) makes available Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds to assist low- and moderate- income persons in Duval County, Florida; and


WHEREAS, CDBG funds can be used for a number of activity types within the county, including affordable housing, public services, capital improvements, economic development, and the provision of improved community facilities and services; and

WHEREAS, the City has $850,000 in unexpended CDBG funds from fiscal year 2013 and these moneys require appropriation; and


WHEREAS, the City has $395,381 in reprogrammed CDBG funds from fiscal year 2008 and these moneys require appropriation; and


WHEREAS, the City has $454,619 in reprogrammed CDBG funds from fiscal year 2009 and these moneys require appropriation; and


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission (the “Commission”) has been designated as the agency to provide oversight and guidance to the Housing and Community Development Division of the City of Jacksonville’s Planning and Development Department, and the Commission shall make recommendations on all agreements for affordable housing and related programs entered into for and on behalf of the City as set forth in Section 30.703, Ordinance Code; and

WHEREAS, on July 23, 2014, the Commission approved $1,000,000 in federal HOME program funds to be spent on targeted redevelopment activities within the Myrtle Avenue/Kings Road Corridor target area as contained within Ordinance 2014-674-E; and


WHEREAS, according to the action taken by the Commission as set forth in the certified minutes excerpt of its December 16, 2014 regular meeting, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and made a part hereof by this reference, the Commission recommended approval of the appropriations and authorizations relating to affordable housing requested herein; and

WHEREAS, there are additional needs for septic tank mediation in the area of Helena Street, and the Administration has committed that this project will be the next priority using Community Development Block Grant funds; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated funds from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating state or federal housing program as applicable.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation set forth in Section 1 is to expend the various accumulated miscellaneous revenues as follows:
(a)
$1,054,969 in Rehabilitation Loan Program Miscellaneous Revenues for (i) U. S. 1 Infrastructure Improvements ($1,022,000) and (ii) the Logan’s Hideaway Single-Family New Construction Project to be developed by Wealth Watchers, Inc.  and involving the construction of up to ten (10) new homes;

(b)
$1,064,031 from Homeownership For People Everywhere (Hope III) Program Miscellaneous Revenues for (i) the Logan’s Hideaway Single-Family New Construction Project ($57,031), (ii) Riverview area infrastructure improvements ($625,000), and (iii) the Phelps And Spearing area redevelopment of affordable housing to be developed by Operation New Hope ($382,000);
(c)
$940,000 in Urban Development Action Grant (UDAG) Program Miscellaneous Revenues to the Logan’s Hideaway Single-Family New Construction Project;

(d)
$1,638,018 from Rental Rehabilitation Program Miscellaneous Revenues to a redevelopment project to be called Payne Street Redevelopment and to be developed by Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation; and

(e)
$1,700,000 in Community Development Block Grant funds for (i) infrastructure improvements in the Robinson’s Addition, New Town (As described in Exhibit 4 attached hereto), Paxon/Woodstock, North Riverside, Lackawanna (The boundaries of which are more fully described in Exhibit 5 attached hereto), and Gran Park neighborhoods within District 9 ($850,000) and (ii) infrastructure improvements within District 10 ($850,000).
Section 4.

Authorization.
The City of Jacksonville is authorized to enter into contracts with third parties to expend these funds in accordance with the respective program requirements.

Section 5.

Execution of Documents.
The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effectuate the purpose set forth in Section 2 above. Because the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development requires recipients to comply with OMB Circular A-122 “Cost Principles for Non-Profit Organizations,” and with Title 24 Housing and Urban Development CFR Part 84 “Grants and Agreements with Institutions of Higher Education, Hospitals, and Other Non-profit Organizations,” and hire an independent certified public accountant to audit the program (not to be funded from the grant moneys) in accordance with OMB Circular A-110, the provisions of Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, shall not be applicable to the City’s contracts to be awarded to recipients. To the extent that a particular award/program does not require compliance with OMB Circulars A-110 or A-122, or 24 CFR Part 84, then compliance with Chapter 118, Ordinance Code, will instead be required.
Section 6.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2014-467-E, being the 2015-2019 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended by reducing funding for the project entitled “New Kings (US 1) Trout River to Borden” in order to provide funding for the project entitled “New kings Rd (US 1) I-295 to Garnette St”. The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral could result in loss of funding. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 7.

Oversight.

The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 8.
