Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for a fourth Neighborhood Accountability Board site in Arlington, thus increasing the number of first-time nonviolent offenders able to participate in the Teen Court. The funding will be used to hire a full-time contracted Neighborhood Accountability Board coordinator to oversee the program and assess, monitor, and document cases referred to Teen Court and Neighborhood Accountability Boards. Funding will also be used to pay for office and other operating supplies.
