AN ORDINANCE APPROVING PROPOSED 2015B SERIES TEXT AMENDMENT TO THE CONSERVATION/COASTAL MANAGEMENT Element OF THE 2030 COMPREHENSIVE PLAN OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE REVISING CONSERVATION/COASTAL MANAGEMENT ELEMENT OBJECTIVES AND POLICIES IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE REVISED MANATEE PROTECTION PLAN ADOPTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL ON AUGUST 14, 2014 AND APPROVED BY THE STATE OF FLORIDA AND THE U. S. FISH AND WILDLIFE SERVICE, FOR TRANSMITTAL TO THE STATE OF FLORIDA’S VARIOUS AGENCIES FOR REVIEW; pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE AMENDMENT granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has initiated certain revisions and modifications to the text of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan in accordance with the procedures and requirements set forth in Chapter 650, Part 4, Ordinance Code to facilitate the appropriate and timely implementation of the plan, and has provided the necessary supporting data and analysis to support and justify the amendments determined to be required and accordingly has proposed certain revisions and modifications which are more particularly set forth in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, dated January 13, 2015 and incorporated herein by reference; and

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Planning Commission, as the Local Planning Agency, held a public hearing on this proposed amendment to the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, with due public notice having been provided, and reviewed and considered all comments received during the public hearing, and made a recommendation to the City Council; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee held a public hearing on this proposed amendment pursuant to Chapter 650, Part 4, Ordinance Code, having considered all written and oral comments received during the public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and

WHEREAS, the City Council held a public hearing on this proposed amendment with public notice having been provided, pursuant to Section 163.3184(3), Florida Statutes, and Chapter 650, Part 4, Ordinance Code, and having considered all written and oral comments received during the public hearing, the recommendations of the Planning and Development Department, the Planning Commission and the LUZ Committee, desires to transmit this proposed amendment through the State’s expedited state review process to the Florida Department of Economic Opportunity, as the State Land Planning Agency, the Northeast Florida Regional Council, the Florida Department of Transportation, the St. Johns River Water Management District, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission, the Department of State’s Bureau of Historic Preservation, the Florida Department of Education, and the Department of Agriculture and Consumer Affairs; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council for the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  Approval of Amendment for Transmittal Purposes.  The Council hereby approves the proposed 2015B Series’ text amendment to the Conservation/Coastal Management Element of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan as set forth in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, for transmittal to Florida’s various required State Agencies for review.

Section 3.  Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon the signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

New or expa.nding boat facilities shall demonstrate the capability to control and treat
storm water run-off by demonstrating compliance with the requirements of the SUIRWMD
and the DEP prior to final approval.

10.4.2
All boat facilities must handle sewage in accordance with applicable standards by
means of on|site pump-out with adequate on site treatment facilities, connection to a
wastewater treatment plant, as required by federal, State and local regulations.

10.4.3
Prior to applroval, all new or expanding boat facilities must demonstrate that
construction and operation of the facility will comply with State water quality standards
and any other local regulations.
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Objective 10.6
New or expanding boat facilities must be designed to minimize environmental
disruptions and mitigate for such disruptions when unavoidable.

Policies 10.6.1

Construction and operation of boat facilities shall be designed to minimize or eliminate
adverse impacts on fish and wildlife habitat. Special attention and consideration shall be
given to endangered and threatened species habitat.

10.6.2

To the maximum extent possible, shoreline stabilization must be accomplished through
preservation or establishment of appropriate native wetland vegetation. Rip rap
materials, sloping revetment rubble mound, pervious interlocking systems and other
similar stabilization methods must be utilized as a primary method of stabilization
wherever possible

10.6.43
Mitigation for impacts to fish and wildlife and water quality shall be as required by DEP
and the USACOE or local regulations, pursuant to the policies in this element.

10.6.65
The City shall provide regulatory protection zones for the protection of the manatee and
its habitat in areas frequented by manatees.

10.6.76
In reviewing applications for new boat facilities or the expansion of existing facilities,
ways to improve, mitigate, or restore adverse environmental impacts caused by
previous acti\!/ities shall be explored. Criteria for the review will include the following:
shallowing dredged areas, restoring wetland or submerged vegetation, or marking
navigational ¢channels. Such mitigation or restoration may be required as condition of

approval for new or expanded facilities.
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
