ORDINANCE 2015-73-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY: (1) A REAL ESTATE LICENSE AGREEMENT FOR THE CECIL AIRPORT FIRE STATION BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, ACTING BY AND THROUGH THE DEPARTMENT OF THE NAVY (THE “LICENSE”); AND (2) A MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY, COMMANDER, NAVY REGION SOUTHEAST AND NAVAL AIR STATION JACKSONVILLE REGARDING THE USE OF THE FIRE STATION; REQUESTING ONE-CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

License Agreement and Memorandum of Agreement approved and execution authorized.  There are hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver for and on behalf of the City, that certain Real Estate License Agreement for the Cecil Airport Fire Station between the City of Jacksonville and the United States of America, acting by and through the Department of the Navy (the “Navy”), and the Memorandum of Agreement among the City, Commander, Navy Region Southeast, and Naval Air Station Jacksonville (the “MOA”) in substantially the same form as is On File with the Legislative Services Division.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the License and MOA is to allow the NAS JAX First Coast Navy Fire & Emergency to use a portion of the Cecil Airport Fire Station to house firefighters and equipment while Naval Air Station Jacksonville undergoes certain runway improvements.
Section 3.

Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the Navy requests the License and MOA be executed by February 15, 2015 so it may begin construction of parking lot improvements in connection with its Naval Air Station Jacksonville runway improvements.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
