AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 122.421(b), ORDINANCE CODE, THE CONVEYANCE OF PARCEL 801.1, A PERPETUAL EASEMENT IN A LARGE DRAINAGE RIGHT-OF-WAY WHICH CROSSES UNIVERSITY BOULEVARD IN THE VICINITY OF ITS INTERSECTION WITH BARNES ROAD IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4, TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) FOR THE CLEANING, RECONSTRUCTION, AND REINFORCEMENT OF THE DRAINAGE DITCH IN THE RIGHT-OF-WAY; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A PERPETUAL EASEMENT AND ALL OTHER DOCUMENTS NECESSARY OR APPROPRIATE TO CONVEY THE PERPETUAL EASEMENT TO FDOT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Conveyance of perpetual easement approved.  There is hereby approved, in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the conveyance to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) of Parcel 801.1, a perpetual easement in a large drainage right-of-way which crosses University Boulevard in the vicinity of its intersection with Barnes Road in Council District 4, more particularly delineated on the maps attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference. The ditch in this right-of-way drains a large area northwest of University Boulevard and also takes runoff from Interstate 95.
Section 2.

Execution of Perpetual Easement authorized. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Perpetual Easement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and all other documents necessary or appropriate to convey the perpetual easement to FDOT.  
Section 3. 
Purpose.
The perpetual easement is needed by FDOT for the cleaning, reconstruction, and reinforcement of the drainage ditch in the right-of-way.
