AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER A Subordination of CITY UTILITY INTERESTS AND ALL OTHER DOCUMENTATION NECESsARY TO SUBORDINATE THREE PERMANENT DRAINAGE EASEMENTS (PARCELS 102, 803, AND 805) TO THE INTERESTS OF THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) TO ENABLE FDOT TO make IMPROVEMENTS TO BAYMEADOWS ROAD AT ITS INTERSECTIONS WITH FREEDOM COMMERCE PARKWAY, OLD BAYMEADOWS ROAD, AND SOUTHSIDE BOULEVARD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and authorization of subordination of permanent drainage easements to interest of FDOT. There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City of Jacksonville in accordance with Section 122.421, Ordinance Code, a Subordination of City Utility Interests, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, and all documentation necessary to subordinate Parcels 102, 803, and 805, three permanent drainage easements, to the interest of the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT). Parcel 102 contains 1,529 square feet and is within a parcel which FDOT is acquiring for right-of-way at the intersection of Baymeadows Road and Freedom Commerce parkway. Parcel 803 contains 2,117 square feet and is located at the intersection of Old Baymeadows Road and Paseo Drive East. Parcel 805 contains 2,029 square feet and is located opposite the intersection of Old Baymeadows Road and Baymeadows Road. The parcels are located in Council District 5 and Council District 13 and are more particularly delineated on the maps attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2.

Purpose.
Subordination of the permanent drainage easements is necessary for FDOT to make improvements to Baymeadows Road at its intersections with Freedom Commerce Parkway, Old Baymeadows Road, and Southside Boulevard.
Section 3. 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

PROVIDED that the City has the following rights:

1.

The City shall have the right to construct, operate, maintain, improve, add to,
upgrade, remove, and relocate facilities on, within, and upon the lands described
herein in accordance with the Florida Department of Transportation's current
minimum standards for such facilities as required by the Florida Department of
Transportation, Utility Accommodation Manual in effect at the time the agreement
is executed. Any new construction or relocation of facilities within the lands will be
subject to prior approval by the Florida Department of Transportation. Should the
Florida Department of Transportation fail to approve any new construction or
relocation of facilities by the City or require the City to alter, adjust, or relocate its
facilities located within said lands, the Florida Department of Transportation hereby
agrees to pay the cost of such alteration, adjustment, or relocation, including, but

. not limited to the cost of acquiring appropriate easements.

Not withstanding any provisions set forth herein, the terms of the utility permits
shall supersede any contrary provisions, with the exception of the provision herein
with reimbursement rights.

The City shall have a reasonable right to enter upon the lands described herein for
the purposes outlined in Paragraph 1 above, including the right to trim such trees,
brush, and growth which might endanger or interfere with such facilities, provided
that such rights do not interfere with the operation and safety of the Florida
Department of Transportation's facilities.

The City agrees to repair any damage to Florida Department of Transportation
faciliies and to indemnify the Florida Department of Transportation against any
loss or damage resulting from the City exercising its rights outlined in Paragraphs 1
and 3 above. ‘
