RESOLUTION 2015-92-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING COMMUNITIES IN SCHOOLS OF JACKSONVILLE ON 25 YEARS OF SERVICE TO THE JACKSONVILLE COMMUNITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Communities in Schools was incorporated in 1989 in response to a school dropout prevention study conducted by Jacksonville Community Council, Inc. (JCCI), and began its work serving 50 students at Jefferson Davis Junior High School, which at the time had one of the highest dropout rates in the county; and


WHEREAS, Communities in Schools expanded its programming to other schools and in 1998 was selected to operate the first four after-school programs now known as TEAM-UP centers, along the way becoming the first local dropout prevention program in Florida to achieve chartered status; and


WHEREAS, Communities in Schools has continued to grow and diversify in the intervening years, initiating literacy programs in numerous schools, earning the first Family Literacy Grant in Jacksonville, and being recognized by Worth magazine as one of its Top Ten Worthwhile Charitable Organizations Most Likely to Change the World; and 


WHEREAS, Communities in Schools of Jacksonville has become the largest CIS affiliate in the state of Florida and fourth largest in the country, now serving more than 7,000 students annually in 37 schools and has partnered with Duval County Public Schools, the Jacksonville Children’s Commission and the United Way of Northeast Florida to increase literacy skills that have led to a 92% promotion rate to the next grade among students served by CIS of Jacksonville program; and


WHEREAS, Communities in Schools of Jacksonville is part of a national network of affiliates in 26 states reaching more than 1.4 million students with programs designed to support and empower them to stay in school and achieve in life; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Communities in Schools of Jacksonville on 25 years of outstanding service to the youth of Jacksonville, and wishes the organization and its leadership, staff and supporters the very best of continued success in the years to come.
