RESOLUTION 2015-94
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING ADAM RESCH UPON REACHING THE RANK OF EAGLE SCOUT AND COMMENDING HIM FOR HIS “FALLEN OFFICERS MEMORIAL” EAGLE PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Adam Resch achieved the rank of Eagle Scout on December 18, 2014, the pinnacle of Scouting achievement and the culmination of years of hard work and perseverance; and


WHEREAS, Adam Resch entered the Scouting program at the age of 3 as a Tiger Scout with Pack 279, then transitioned to Boy Scout Troop 5 sponsored by Christ the King Catholic Church at the age of 11, where he has held numerous leadership positions including Senior Patrol Leader and was recognized as the Catholic Scout of the Year for 2014 by the Diocese of St. Augustine; and


WHEREAS, one of the primary criteria for achieving the rank of Eagle is the completion of a substantial project of benefit to the community, which must be conceived, designed, organized and led to completion by the Eagle candidate; and 


WHEREAS, at the age of 14, Mr. Resch conceived of his Eagle project which would be the construction of a Fallen Officers Memorial to commemorate Jacksonville law enforcement officers who gave their lives in the line of duty, a project he conceived in part because of the long history of law enforcement officers in his family which reaches back from his father, a JSO patrol officer, through 5 generations to his great-great-great grandfather; and


WHEREAS, over the course of 3 years of intensive work, Adam Resch has successfully lobbied the City Council to donate a plot of land in front of the Veteran’s Memorial Arena as the memorial site, has commissioned a design for the memorial and has raised over $120,000 (out of a goal of $250,000) toward the cost of construction and permanent maintenance of the memorial by a variety of means, including direct appeals to potential donors, participation as a “creator” in the 2014 One Spark! Festival, and appealing for donations to a crowd of 9,500 attendees at the 2014 Guns and Hoses charity boxing event; and

WHEREAS, Adam Resch, a student at Sandalwood High School, is a shining example of the virtues inculcated by Scouting and deserves the community’s thanks for his outstanding Eagle project; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates Adam Resch upon achieving the rank of Eagle Scout and expresses the City’s heartfelt thanks for his outstanding Eagle project, which will serve as a focal point of community pride, remembrance and gratitude for years to come.
