ORDINANCE 2015-97
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 2013-264-E BY EXTENDING THE DEADLINE FOR THE COMMITMENT OF FUNDS TO JUNE 30, 2015 AND PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER INTO FISCAL YEAR 2014-2015; MAKING NO OTHER CHANGES TO ORDINANCE 2013-264-E; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2013-264-E provided funding for capital improvements to parks in each of the 14 Council districts in accordance with Section 111.780, Ordinance Code; and


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2013-264-E required that the funds be committed by September 30, 2014; and 


WHEREAS, the City Council would like to extend that date to June 30, 2015; now therefore  

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Ordinance 2013-264-E amended.  Section 4 of Ordinance 2013-264-E is amended, in part, to extend the deadline for the commitment of funds to June 30, 2015, and as amended shall read as follows: 
“Section 4.   Carryover. The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2013-2014 2014-2015. Funds appropriated in this Ordinance must be committed before September 30, 2014 June 30, 2015, failure to do so will cause funds to revert to account of origin.”  
Section 2.

Retroactive applicability.

This ordinance shall be retroactive in application so that the amendment adopted herein shall be effective as if it were contained in the original enabling Ordinance 2013-264-E.
Section 3.

All other aspects of Ordinance 2013-264-E unchanged.  With the exception of Section 1 of this ordinance, in all other respects Ordinance 2013-264-E shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.

Section  4.
Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage upon introduction of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is to extend the deadline date from September 30, 2014 to June 30, 2015 and make retroactive so that the funds do not lapse and are coterminous with the district council members’ council terms. 

Section 5.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor, or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
