AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 636 (TRAFFIC AND PARKING), PART 1 (PARKING VIOLATIONS), SECTION 636.104 (PAYMENT OF PARKING CITATIONS AND PARKING FACILITY FEES; LATE CHARGES; FINAL NOTICE) AND CHAPTER 804 (JACKSONVILLE TRAFFIC CODE), PART 10 (PARKING), SECTION 804.1012 (UNAUTHORIZED PARKING IN DISABLED PARKING SPACE PROHIBITED), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO AUTHORIZE CURRENT AND FUTURE TRANSFERS BY THE OFFICE OF PUBLIC PARKING OF ALL DISMISSAL FEES COLLECTED OR TO BE COLLECTED PURSUANT TO SECTION 318.18(6), FLORIDA STATUTES, TO THE HANDICAPPED PARKING TRUST FUND; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION, AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 
Section 1.

Amending Section 636.104, Ordinance Code.  Section 636.104 (Payment of parking citations and parking facility fees; late charges; final notice), Part 1 (Parking violations) of Chapter 636 (Traffic and Parking), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended by creating a new subsection (c)(1) to authorize current and future transfers by the Office of Public Parking to the Handicapped Parking Trust Fund of all dismissal fees collected or to be collected pursuant to Section 318.18(6), Florida Statutes, and to renumber subsection (c) as subsection (c)(2), and as amended shall read as follows:

(1)
Pursuant to F.S. § 318.18(6), the Public Parking Officer, law enforcement agency, or parking enforcement specialist or agency that has issued a citation for a violation of Section 804.1012 shall waive all fines if a person provides proof that a person committing the violation has a valid permit or license plate issued pursuant to state law or a signed affidavit that the owner of the disabled parking permit or license plate was present at the time the violation occurred and that such parking permit or license plate was valid at the time the violation occurred. Upon provision of the affidavit of compliance or other proof to the issuing agency and payment of a dismissal fee of $7.50, the citation shall be dismissed by the issuing agency. The Clerk of Court may designate a local governmental entity to receive the affidavit and dismissal fee, and the local governmental entity may keep the dismissal fee.

The Public Parking Officer shall have the discretion of relieving the person named in the citation or fee invoice of paying the appropriate late charges, of voiding citations or fee invoices (including the costs of removing an immobilizing device), and of authorizing the payment of lesser fines or fees on citations or fee invoices upon good cause being shown to and documented by the Public Parking Officer. Actions taken by the Public Parking Officer under this subsection shall be reported to the Tax Collector.

Amending Section 804.1012, Ordinance Code.  Section 804.1012 (Unauthorized parking in disabled parking space prohibited), Part 10 (Parking) of Chapter 804 (Jacksonville Traffic Code), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to create new subsections (e) and (f) in order to authorize current and future transfers by the Office of Public Parking to the Handicapped Parking Trust Fund of all dismissal fees collected or to be collected pursuant to Section 318.18(6), Florida Statutes, and, as amended, shall read as follows:
CHAPTER 804.  JACKSONVILLE TRAFFIC CODE.

Section 804.  Unauthorized parking in disabled parking space prohibited.

(e)
Pursuant to F.S. § 318.18(6), violations of subsection (a) shall be waived if a person provides to the law enforcement agency or parking enforcement specialist or agency that issued the citation for such a violation proof that a person committing the violation has a valid parking permit or license plate issued pursuant to state law or a signed affidavit that the owner of the disabled parking permit or license plate was present at the time the violation occurred and that such parking permit or license plate was valid at the time the violation occurred. Upon provision of the affidavit of compliance or other proof to the enforcing agency and payment of a dismissal fee of $7.50, the enforcing agency shall dismiss the citation. Pursuant to F.S. § 318.18(6), the Clerk has delegated responsibility to the City to perform these obligations and retain all dismissal fees.

All fees collected for the dismissal of a violation of subsections (a) and (b) of this section shall be placed in a separate account of the City to be expended to improve accessibility and equal opportunity to persons with disabilities, to facilitate public awareness, and to defray expenses for the administration of this section.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to authorize current and future transfers by the Office of Public Parking of all dismissal fees collected or to be collected pursuant to Section 318.18(6), Florida Statutes, to the Handicapped Parking Trust Fund. Pursuant to Section 636.104(c), the Clerk of Courts has designated the City of Jacksonville as the local governmental entity to receive the affidavits and dismissal fees relating to citations issued for parking in spaces reserved for persons with disabilities, as set forth in the letter of October 21, 2014 from the Clerk of Courts to the Chief of the Disabled Services Division, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
