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ORDINANCE 2015-102-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $309,037 FROM THE INMATE WELFARE TRUST FUND TO SHERIFF’S CAPITAL PROJECTS TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH CONSTRUCTION OF THE MONTGOMERY CORRECTIONAL CLINIC, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 15-029; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO SUBSEQUENT FISCAL YEARS; AMENDING THE 2015-2019 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2014-467-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “MONTGOMERY CORRECTIONAL CLINIC”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover into subsequent fiscal years.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for costs associated with construction of the Montgomery Correctional Clinic.
Section 4.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2014-467-E, being the 2015-2019 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “Montgomery Correctional Clinic”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral could result in hazardous conditions for the employees working and inmates being treated in the current facility, which in turn could lead to litigation on the basis of deliberate indifference. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.  
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
