ORDINANCE 2015-106-W
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 2014-481-e IN ORDER TO REALLOCATE FUNDS APPROPRIATED BY ORDINANCE 2014-481-e AND TO CHANGE THE FUNDING AMOUNTS FOR PARTNERING AGENCIES PROVIDING SERVICES THROUGH THE COVER JACKSONVILLE GRANT; MAKING NO OTHER CHANGES TO ORDINANCE 2014-481-E; providing AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Children’s Commission, in partnership with the Player’s Center at Wolfson Children’s Hospital, United Way, the Health Planning Council, and Duval County Public Schools, was awarded a grant to create a campaign called Cover Jacksonville, the goal of which is to reduce the number of uninsured children in Duval County by 20% by December of 2015; and


WHEREAS, one of the partnering agencies is no longer able to provide the services required but another of the partnering agencies is able to do so; and


WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend Ordinance 2014-481-E in order to reallocate the funds so as to increase the amount allocated to United Way from $28,499 to $33,000 and decrease the amount allocated to the Player’s Center from $33,999 to $29,498; now therefore  

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1. 
Ordinance 2014-481-E amended.
Section 2 of Ordinance 2014-481-E is amended to increase the amount allocated to United Way from $28,499 to $33,000 and decrease the amount allocated to the Player’s Center from $33,999 to $29,498, and as amended shall read as follows:
“Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the Cover Jacksonville grant. Cover Jacksonville is an 18-month grant in partnership with the Player’s Center at Wolfson’s Children’s Hospital, United Way, the Health Planning Council, and Duval County Public Schools, the goal of which is to create a campaign to increase the number of children in Duval County enrolled in affordable healthcare coverage. The grant will begin in July, 2014, and run through December, 2015. The partnering agencies will receive the following award amounts: $28,49933,000 to United Way, $33,99929,498 to the Players Center, $35,424 to Health Planning Council, and $41,149 to Duval County Public Schools. A copy of the National League of Cities Award Letter is attached hereto as Exhibit 3. A copy of the Memorandum of Understanding between the National League of Cities and the City of Jacksonville is attached hereto as Exhibit 4.”

Section 2.

Retroactive applicability.

This ordinance shall be retroactive in application so that the amendment adopted herein shall be effective as if it were contained in the original enabling Ordinance 2014-481-E.

Section 3.

All other aspects of Ordinance 2014-481-E unchanged.

With the exception of Section 1 of this ordinance, in all other respects Ordinance 2014-481-E shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect. 

Section 4. 
Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
