ORDINANCE 2015-107
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING PROPERTY PURCHASED BY THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AS THE RECIPIENT OF URBAN AREA SECURITY INITIATIVE (UASI) MONIES FROM A DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY (DHS) GRANT AND AS THE PURCHASING ENTITY FOR THE 13 COUNTIES OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA; DECLARING SUCH UASI PROPERTY TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY AND AUTHORIZING THE DIRECTOR OF THE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT TO TRANSFER THE UASI PROPERTY TO COUNTY AGENCIES OR GOVERNING BODIES CURRENTLY IN POSSESSION OF SUCH UASI PROPERTY (THE “AGENCIES”); WAIVING SECTION 122.812, ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW FOR THE TRANSFER OF THE UASI PROPERTY TO THE AGENCIES AT NO COST; WAIVING COUNCIL RULE 3.102(G)(2); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (the “City”) was the recipient of Urban Area Security Initiative (UASI) monies from a Department of Homeland Security (DHS) grant for six funding years and is under the grant the purchasing entity for all 13 counties of Northeast Florida (Alachua, Baker, Bradford, Clay, Duval, Flagler, Gilchrist, Levy, Marion, Nassau, Putnam, St. Johns, and Union); and

WHEREAS, each county agency or governing body (“Agency”), as listed on Exhibit 1, placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services, signed an agreement with the City for the management and control of UASI property and equipment (the “Property”) acquired with the DHS funding stating that the Agency would use Property in accordance with the Homeland Security project associated with a defined gap; and
WHEREAS, each Agency took and currently maintains possession of Property, the kinds and types of which also are listed on Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, each Agency is required by the agreement between itself and the City of Jacksonville to provide quarterly reporting of the status of Property and any maintenance or call-outs and to keep the City informed as to its use of Property; and

WHEREAS, there are approximately 3,000 items of Property, as listed on Exhibit 1, in the possession of 62 separate Agencies, as listed on Exhibit 1; and
WHEREAS, the City desires to remove such items of Property acquired under UASI agreements from its inventory so as to eliminate its annual auditing obligation; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to remove the administrative burden placed upon the Agencies and the City’s inventory personnel; and

WHEREAS, passing separate pieces of legislation authorizing the transfer of each item of Property would be a burden for both the City and City Council; and
WHEREAS, no City monies were used to purchase the Property; and

WHEREAS, the Agencies have agreed to assume full responsibility for and ownership of their respective items of Property in compliance with Title 44 of the Code of Federal Regulations; and
WHEREAS, the City desires to transfer ownership of the Property to the Agencies at no cost; now therefore,   
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus Property.
The City hereby declares the Property, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, to be surplus to the needs of the City.

Section 2.

Authorizing transfer of the Property by the Director of the Fire and Rescue Department.
The Director of the Fire and Rescue Department is hereby authorized to transfer the Property listed in Exhibit 1 to the Agencies listed in Exhibit 1 at no cost.
Section 3.

Waiver of Section 122.812, Ordinance Code.  Section 122.812 (Surplus, obsolete and waste supplies and other tangible personal property) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived to allow for the transfer of the Property to the Agencies at no cost, as set forth in the Whereas clauses above stating the benefits of the transfers to the City and the Agencies.
Section 4.

Waiver of Council Rule 3.102(g)(2).
Council Rule 3.102(g)(2), which requires a certificate from the Director of Procurement that for each item of personal property surplussed the requirements of Chapter 122 (Public Property) or Chapter 126 (Procurement) have been met, and if not, the requirements not met and the reasons therefor, is hereby waived for the reasons set forth in the Whereas clauses above stating the benefits of the transfers to the City and the Agencies.
Section 5.  
Effective.
  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
