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ORDINANCE 2015-110-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS) ORDINANCE CODE; REMOVING THE “NORTH” DESIGNATION BY RENAMING “EDWARDS CREEK ROAD NORTH” TO “EDWARDS CREEK ROAD” IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the Addressing Section of the Planning and Development Department that numerous properties assigned to Edwards Creek Road North are actually using addresses assigned to Edwards Creek Road without the “North” designation; and 

WHEREAS, the United States Postal Service excludes the “North” designation within its addressing records; and 

WHEREAS, the JEA records do not recognize the “North” designation; and

WHEREAS, the existing road name for Edwards Creek Road is inconsistent; and

WHEREAS, because the property owners along Edwards Creek Road North are actually using an address assigned without the “North” designation, the removal of the “North” designation will correct any existing out of sequence addresses that involve address numbers assigned from a street that the property does not front or directly receive access, and also officially authorizes the addresses assigned to Edwards Creek Road; and

WHEREAS, the re-naming of Edwards Creek Road North eliminates confusion, and allows for the precise location of properties; and

WHEREAS, on September 23, 2014,
the Planning and Development Department staff invited the affected property owners to attend the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee (“Committee”) meeting to participate in the discussion concerning issues involving their current street address assignments; a copy of each letter is on file with Legislative Services; and
WHEREAS, on October 1, 2014, the Committee determined and recommended that the public street name “Edwards Creek Road North” should be changed in order to eliminate the inconsistency; the recommendation and a copy of the excerpt minutes of the October 1, 2014 meeting are attached as Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, the street name change does not affect the street addresses of the residential properties along the roadway; and

WHEREAS, on October 9, 2014, the Planning and Development Department staff notified the adjacent property owners of the decision of the Committee to change the “Edwards Creek Road North” street name to “Edwards Creek Road”; a copy of each letter is on file with Legislative Services; and

 WHEREAS, on October 9, 2014, the Planning and Development Department staff notified adjacent property owners of the decision of the Committee to change the “Edwards Creek Road North” street name and the decision to change their address number, as well as provided 14 days to these affected property owners to appeal the Committee’s decision to change their address number; a copy of each letter is on file with Legislative Services; and
WHEREAS, no appeal was filed by any affected property owners; and

WHEREAS, on November 12, 2014, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed the recommendation of the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee, and made a determination that there was no historical impact;  a copy of the agenda, minutes and the approval of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission are on file with Legislative Services; and

WHEREAS, a copy of the map of “Edwards Creek Road North” is attached as Exhibit 2; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to change the street name of the applicable segment of “Edwards Creek Road North” to “Edwards Creek Road”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Edwards Creek Road North Renamed.  The name of “Edwards Creek Road North” in Council District 11, is hereby renamed “Edwards Creek Road”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of the renamed “Edwards Creak Road North” is attached as Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Chmrmon Mike Sands called the regular meeting of the 911 Emergency Addressing

Advisory Commm‘ee (P11 Commn‘fee) fo order.
tl )
Approval of Mlnute

Staff identified that there were no minutes to approve and the Chairman identified

that they would approve minutes during the next meeting.
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Staff identified that St Johns County had reported an issue involving a property
addressed at 1600 20 Mile Road that is located within the City of Jacksonville but that is
accessed from an existing road within St Johns County named 20 Mile Road. St Johns
County identified that the access to this property would change due the construction of a
new subdivision in this location.

Staff reported that St Johns County had originally proposed to assign new
addresses in this location from an internal roadway within new subdivision but after
consulting their emergency response personnel a decision was made to name the access
to these properties 20 Mile Road N. Based on this decision staff presented a
recommendation to reassign the address of the subject property 1o a new address that
falls within the newly established address range for 20 Mile Road N.

Greg Barbour identified that he is with the PARC Group, the developer of Nocatee,
and he showed a site plan of the Nocatee development that assisied the Committee
Members in identifying the location of the new subdivision and the location of the
property at 1600 20 Mile Road.

There was discussion among staff, Mr. Barbour and Committee members
concerning the 20 Mile Road N street name and the types of uses that currently exist on
properties that access from this dirt roadway. There was aiso discussion concerning the
future plans for other portion of 20 Mile Road.

Ms Rosenfeld made a motion to approve the solulion offered by staff and Mr Byrd
seconded the motion. The molion passed unanimously.

Edwards Creek Road N

Staff presented an issue involving properties that are located on Edwards Creek
Road N but that use addresses that are assigned from Edwards Creek Road. For this
reason these properties do not map comrecily within the CAD system that is used for
emergency response.

Staff presenfed two solutions. Their prefemred soluhon involved changing the name
of Edwards Creek Road N to Edwards Creek Road in order to dllow a mdjority of the
addresses in this location to remain as they currently exist. As part of this solution any
addresses 1hof|.\’/vere determined to fall out of sequence would be corected and the
address of a properfy that is being subdivided would be changed to dllow for a new
address assugnn?em‘ on the new parcel.

Under ’rhls solution the address number 14850 would change to a “0" Edwards
Creek Road address since the properly is currently vacant and the address at 14897
Edwards Creek:Road would be allowed to remain since this property accesses from the
end of the road/

The c:l’rer,nlchve solution involved maintaining the Edwards Creek Rd N name and to
reassign addresses from this roadway using correct address range for east west running
roads in this Iocghon This would require all of the addresses along Edwards Creek Rd N to
change 1o new. addresses assigned within 3700 - 3899 address range.
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911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee Meeting
October 1, 2014
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Danny Ferreira identified that his property is addressed at 14838 Edwards Creek
Road North. Mr. Ferreira indicated that either solution was favorable but that he did not
think that future development in this area would require a greater separation between the
existing address numbers.

He identified that the property at the end of the road should have been assigned a
smaller number address and that all of the properties along Starratt Creek should have an
even numbered address.

Staff identified that they received an e-mail from Vincent Seibold at 14810 Edwards
Creek Road. Staff read the email which identified that Mr. Seibold preferred staff's
preferred solution that would allow the majority of the residents to maintain their address.

Leslie Rosenfeld made a motion to approve solution 1b with a modification to
include an address change for the property at the end of the road fo an even number.
David Quintanilla seconded the motion adding an inclusion that the street sign be
changed. The Commitiee voted unanimously to approve the motion.

San Pablo Apartments

Staff identified that there had been a previous decision concerning this issue. Ms.
Rosenfeld made a motion for reconsideration and Mr. Byrd seconded the motion. The
Committee voted unanimously for reconsideration.

Staff identified that the office at this apartment complex utilizes a Jose Vedra
Boulevard address even though there is no access to the apartments from this roadway
and the apartment units utilize their unit number as a primary address number assigned
from an internollr‘ocd named Don Quixote Circle.

Staff presented a prefemred solution which included a single address assignment off
of San Pablo Road for the complex with the existing apartment numbers being assigned
as unit numbers| ' This solution would include the placement of a schematic diagram of the
complex at ’rhe entrance to the complex that shows the location of the apartment
buildings wnhm‘lthe complex. It would also include the elimination of the Don Quixote
internal road nd‘r‘nes since the base address would be assigned off of San Pablo Road S.

The Alterna’nve Solution involved the assignment of separate addresses for each
building within ’fhe complex from the internally named roadways within the complex. The
unit numbers would be assigned to identlify the floor number and unit number on each
floor. i

Ms Roserp'f:eld identified that if the complex is addressed off of San Pablo Road S the
Zip Code is 3222(1 If it is addressed off of Don Quixote or Jose Vedra it is 32250. Currently
all of the oddresses are in the 32250 Zip Code.

The Vice IChcurmcn asked if the mail would be delivered by a different Post Office if
the Zip Code \'Nos changed and Ms Rosenfeld stated that it would be a different Post
Office. The V|c|e Chairman then opened the floor to the speaker present.

Background
This issue came to the attention of the Addressing Section staff as a result of a request

for an address for a new parcel that will be created through the subdivision of an
existing piece of property. It was determined that the subdivision of this property would
not only require a new address assignment for the new parcel but would also require an
address change on the parent parcel in order to maintain the correct address
sequencing along the roadway.

Prior to changing the address of the parent parcel staff reviewed the addressing on
surrounding parcels to ensure that no future address changes would be required in this
area that could the subject parcel again at a later date. This further examination of the,
addressing in this location identified that the majority of the properties along this road
appear to utilize addresses assigned from Edwards Creek Road rather than Edwards
Creek Road North.

The USPS data for properties fronting on Edwards Creek Road North excludes the
“North” designation within the address. and JEA's Premise data layer and CAIR data
also do not appear to recognize the "North” designation as part of these addresses.
Although the City’s Properly Masler database includes the “North” designation for some
addresses, a majority of the addresses do not include this designation.

The Property Appraiser's parcel layer lists the site addresses for these properties as
Edwards Creek Road North, however the mailing address information associated with
most of the parcels only reflects the Edwards Creek Road name within the mailing
address. In addition, the 911 data only recognizes addresses assigned from the
Edwards Creek Road. There is not a listing for Edwards Creek Road North within the
91tdata. ||

At the time that thls issue was discovered the street centerline range for Edwards Creek
Road ended at'an address 14779. In an effort to ensure that the addresses a/ong this
roadway cou/d! be recognized and mapped in the data systems that are used in
emergency response the address range for Edwards Creek Road was extended to
include all of the address that front on Edwards Creek Road N. However, this correction
is only a short ﬁerm solution.

Since these propertles are officially located on Edwards Creek Road N a decision will
need to be made as to whether or not the properties will need to be readdressed from
Edwards Creek Road N or if the addresses can remain ass;gned from Edwards Creek’
Road. |

The following ma ap shows the properties located on Edwards Creek Road and Edwards

Creek Road Nd h‘h The properties shown in blue front on and receive access from
%
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Edwards Creek Road and the properties shown in green front on and receive access
from Edwards Creek Road North. Although the properties shown in green are physically
located on Edwards Creek Road North, they all appear to use addresses that are
assigned from Edwards Creek Road.

Through the pr"o'cess of researching this issue, additional addressing problems were
discovered along this roadway. There are existing out of sequence addressing issues
for properties that front on Edwards Creek Road. The address number 14701 fails

" between resrdences addressed at 14651 and 14693. Also, the residence addressed
14775 is addressed at a higher number than the addresses of 14738 and 14746. The
address numbers on Edwards Creek Road should increase as the road moves north
and therefore the residence addressed of 14775 should have been assigned a smaller
number than the residences 14738 and 14746.

Additional lssuels found on properties that front on Edwards Creek Road N include an
out of sequenqe address for the property using the address number of 14766. This
residence is located between properties with address number of 14756 and 14760.
There is a vacant property at 14850 Edwards Creek Road (AKA Edwards Creek Road
N) that could be identified as an even numbered address on the odd numbered side of
the street. Fmally, the address number 14897 could be considered an odd numbered
address on the .even side of the street.

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In addition fo these issues there is the additional question related to the assignment of a

new address fdr the property that will be subdivided.

The property that is to be subdivided has an address number of 14838. The new parcel
that is to be created is located east of the existing residence. The adfacent property
located east of the newly created parcel has an address number 14840. There is not an
even numbered address available between the two existing residences to assign to the
newly created parcel A map showing the newly created parcel and existing address

numbering is shown on'the following page.

Preferred Solution ‘
Since all of the property owners and residents along Edwards Creek Road North appear
to utilize addresses assigned from Edwards Creek Road (rather than Edwards Creek
Road N), officially change the name of Edwards Creek Road North to remove the
“North” designation from the road name. By maintaining the same road name along the
entire length of the road (from Starratt Road to the dead end) the same address range
can be utilized along the entire road length. This will allow the majority of the exrstlng
addresses to remain as they currently exist.

Correct the existing addresses that flow out of sequence and include any additional
address changes that will be needed in order to allow addresses to continue to flow in
sequence in the location of the newly created parcel. These corrections will include a
change of address for properties addressed at 14701, 14775, 14766 and 14838
Edwards Creek Road.

Although the property addressed at 14897 Edwards Creek Road is an odd numbered
address on the even side of the street, the property is accessed from the end of the
road. Since properties at the end of the road can be addressed as either odd or even
allow this address to remain as it currently exists.

The address of 14850 is an even numbered address on the odd side of the street
however since this property is currently vacant the address number can be identified as
‘0" Edwards Creek Road until such time that the property is redeveloped. A new correct
address can then be assigned to the property.

A map showing the proposed address changes under the preferred solution is shown on
the following page.
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Alternative Solution

Continue to reoo'_cljnize the Edwards Creek Road N name and reassign addresses to all
of the propertiesithat front on or access from this roadway according to the correct
address range for east/west running streets in this location. The new address numbers
will be assigned accordrng fo guidelines that exist in the Cily’s Addressing Policy. The
correct address range for east/west running in this location would fall within the 3700-
3800 range and tltlre address numbers would increase moving eastwardly along the
road. !

Since the propertles addressed at 14738 and 14746 are located on private portion of
Edwards Creek Fi'oad these properties would continue to maintain the Edwards Creek
Road name. W/th these addresses remaining on Edwards Creek Road, the address of
14775 continues| to flow out of sequence and a new address number will be needed
assigned to this property In addition, the address of 14701 flows out of sequence with
addresses Iooated on either side of the property. A new address number will need to be
assigned to this prppen‘y in order to bring the address numbering into sequence.
