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ORDINANCE 2015-112
AN ORDINANCE MAKING FINDINGS, DECLARING THAT CERTAIN PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY located ON FOURTH STREET, R.E. NUMBER 070930-0000, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 (THE “SUBJECT PARCEL”), TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING ITS CONVEYANCE AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY FOR SUCH CONVEYANcE; waiving the provisions of SUBPART B (REAL PROPERTY DISPOSITIONS), PART 4 (REAL PROPERTY), CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, WHICH requires the disposal of properties assessed at less than $25,000 by negotiation without bid or by bid, for cash, certified check or cashier’s check; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, in 1979 the Subject Property escheated to the City for failure to pay taxes; and

WHEREAS, the City, on December 17, 1990, conveyed the Subject Property to the Historic Springfield Redevelopment Corporation, now known as Neighborhood Housing Services of Jacksonville, Inc., a dissolved Florida non-profit corporation, for the purpose of relocating a historic house or constructing low- to moderate-income housing thereon within three years from the date of the conveyance else the Subject Property would revert to the City; and

WHEREAS, a historic house was not relocated to the Subject Property and no housing was constructed thereon and the Subject Property was and has continued to be vacant; and
WHEREAS, 
on October 9, 2003, Michael A. Acampora and Rosalin P. Acampora purchased the Subject Property and adjacent property from the Wright Family Properties Limited Partnership, L.P., at which time a tax certificate was outstanding on the Subject Property that was not satisfied as a part of the sale; and 

WHEREAS, in 2009 the holder of the tax certificate caused a tax sale of the Subject Property and the tax deed purchaser filed suit against the Acamporas to quiet title, Case No. 2010-CA-000528, in the Circuit Court of the Fourth Judicial Circuit in and for Duval county, Florida; and
WHEREAS, the Court quieted title in favor of the Acamporas and against the tax deed purchaser and the Wright partnership; and

WHEREAS, the Acomporas have since their purchase in 2003 maintained the Subject Property and paid the ad valorem taxes thereon; and

WHEREAS, the Acamporas now desire to sell the Subject Property as a part of their adjacent property, but their buyer’s title insurance company requires a deed from the City for the Subject Property to clear the possible reversion of the Subject Property to the City in 1993; now therefore,
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.
Findings. It is hereby ascertained, determined, found and declared that the recitals set forth hereinabove are true and correct.
Section 2. Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares that certain parcel of real property located on Fourth Street, R.E. Number 070930-0000, in Council District 7 (the “Subject Parcel”) and more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and 
incorporated herein by this reference, to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. The Subject Parcel is a vacant lot and is assessed at $7,898. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102(g) (Preparation of Bills, Surplus Property Legislation), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.


Waiving the provisions of Section 122.423(a),   Jacksonville Ordinance Code.  Section 122.423(a) of the Ordinance Code, which requires the disposal of properties assessed at less than $25,000 be conveyed by negotiation without bid or by bid, and sold for cash, certified check or cashier’s check, is waived to allow the conveyance of the Subject Property to the Acamporas without further consideration. 


Section 3. Authorization of conveyance.
There is hereby authorized the conveyance of the Subject Parcel to Michael A. Acampora and Rosalin P. Acampora, husband and wife.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute a quitclaim deed for the Subject Parcel as aforesaid.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
