RESOLUTION 2015-123-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING TIMUCUAN ECOLOGICAL AND HISTORIC PRESERVE SUPERINTENDENT BARBARA GOODMAN UPON THE OCCASION OF HER RETIREMENT FROM THE NATIONAL PARK SERVICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Barbara Goodman, a California native, earned her bachelor’s degree in recreation management at San Diego State University and her master’s degree in counseling at Fresno State University; and


WHEREAS, in 1982 a coast-to-coast driving trip visiting national parks across the nation inspired Ms. Goodman to join the National Park Service as a park ranger where she served tours of duty at Grant Teton National Park in Wyoming, Sequoia and Kings Canyon National Parks in California, at National Park sites in Washington D.C., and at DeSoto National Monument in Bradenton, Florida; and


WHEREAS, in June 1997 Barbara Goodman was appointed as Superintendent of the Timucuan Ecological and Historic Preserve in Jacksonville, a sprawling 46,000 acre preserve incorporating some of Northeast Florida’s most beautiful rivers, wetlands and forests and the Fort Caroline National Monument, commemorating the first European settlement in North America by the French Huguenots in 1564; and 


WHEREAS, for more than 17 years Superintendent Goodman has worked tirelessly to protect, expand and develop the Timucuan Preserve and to make its historic and natural wonders accessible to and enjoyable by both the residents of Jacksonville and Northeast Florida and by tens of thousands of annual visitors to the area who are exposed to the wonders of its pristine lands and waters and enlightened by the history of the early settlement of what became Florida and the United States; and


WHEREAS, Barbara Goodman has always encouraged and led collaborative efforts with federal, state and local government agencies and with a wide variety of private educational, conservation and tourism entities and organizations to coordinate the deployment of resources and to jointly market and promote all of the amazing tourism resources of the Northeast Florida area; and

WHEREAS, on January 3, 2015 Barbara Goodman retired from the National Park Service, and her outstanding career should be commemorated and congratulated; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Barbara Goodman upon her retirement from the position of Superintendent of the Timucuan Ecological and Historic Preserve, and extends its very best wishes for many more years of health, happiness, and productive service to her community. The City is grateful for her years of dedicated service to the preservation of Jacksonville’s great natural resources and her efforts to promote tourism in the area and a love of nature and history.
