RESOLUTION 2015-125-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING GREENSCAPE OF JACKSONVILLE, INC. ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 40TH ANNIVERSARY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in 1975, Ann Baker and Susan Fisher founded Greenscape of Jacksonville, Inc. as a non-profit organization devoted to enriching the community through the planting, promotion and protection of trees in Jacksonville’s urban environment and neighborhoods; and


WHEREAS, from highway beautification projects at major intersections to street trees in underserved neighborhoods and from school yards to public parks, Greenscape has mobilized armies of volunteers and raised funds to plant over 300,000 trees in the past four decades to improve the tree canopy of the city and to bring the beauty and environmental benefits of trees to every part of our great city; and


WHEREAS, in addition to planting trees, Greenscape provides educational enhancement in classrooms and on school grounds to “plant the seeds” in our youngest citizens about the beauty and importance of trees; and 


WHEREAS, this year Greenscape once again commemorated Arbor Day with its 28th annual Flowering Tree Sale on February 28, 2015, one of the true harbingers of spring in Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, also on February 28th, Greenscape celebrated its 40th anniversary with the Root Ball, a fund-raiser for the continued work of the organization and an opportunity to celebrate four decades of accomplishment; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Greenscape of Jacksonville on the occasion of its 40th anniversary and wishes the organization and its members and friends many more years of success in its mission of making Jacksonville a greener, more beautiful and healthier city. Greenscape’s good work as one of America’s oldest non-profits devoted to tree planting is greatly appreciated by the City and the citizens of Jacksonville.
