Bill Summary: The ordinance reappropriates $717,313.34 to repair or replace with code compliant fire alarm systems the failing or inoperable fire alarm systems at the Pre-Trial Detention Center, the Police Memorial Building, and the Community Transition Center, as initiated by B.T. 2015-2016; it amends the 2015-2019 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E, to increase funding for the projects entitled “Pretrial Detention Center (PW0565-04”, “Police Memorial Building” and “Community Transition Center”, and decrease funding for the projects entitled “Pretrial Detention Center (“PW0564-01)” and “Ed Ball Building”; it provides for City oversight by the Department of Public Works.
Background Information: The Fire Alarm systems at the Pre-Trial Detention Center, the Police Memorial Building, and the Community Transition Center are failing (or inoperable in some cases). The scope of the work is to repair/replace the existing systems with code compliant fire alarm systems at each facility.
