AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING AN UNUSED DRAINAGE RIGHT-OF-WAY LOCATED NEAR THE INTERSECTION OF GLENWOOD AVENUE AND MURRAY DRIVE IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9, AS ESTABLISHED IN DEED BOOK 1025, PAGE 71, DATED MARCH 15, 1944, IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, AT THE REQUEST OF MIDGE DANIELL AND ROBERT HUTTO, THE PROPERTY OWNERS (HEREINAFTER THE “APPLICANTS”) TO ALLOW APPLICANTS TO BUILD A HOUSE ON THEIR PROPERTY; DECLARING SUCH CLOSED, ABANDONED AND/OR DISCLAIMED RIGHT-OF-WAY TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  An unused drainage right-of-way located near the intersection of Glenwood Avenue and Murray Drive in Council District 9, as established in Deed Book 1025, Page 71, dated March 15, 1944, in the public records of Duval County, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of Midge Daniell and Robert Hutto, the property owners (hereinafter the “Applicants”).

Section 2.

Declaration of surplus.
The City hereby declares that certain parcel of real property described in Section 1 to be surplus to the needs of the City. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 3.


Purpose.
The closure and abandonment of this right-of-way is requested to allow Applicants to build a house on their property.  The Applicants have paid a $500.00 closure application processing fee. The appraised value of the right-of-way, which contains no infrastructure and is not used, is $500.00, and Applicants will pay the appraised value for the parcel. The request has been reviewed and the site has been inspected by Right-of-Way and Stormwater Maintenance personnel in Public Works and it has been determined that this right-of-way is not needed.

Section 4.


Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

1) As a condition precedent to seeking legislation declaring City real
estate “surplus”, Section 122.422 of the City of Jacksonville
Ordinance Code requires the Real Estate Division to investigate
whether or not there is a “need” for the subject real property by the
City or any Independent Agency or, if deemed appropriate by the
Division, any other governmental agency or any unit of government.

2) The Real Estate Division has conducted the investigation of “need”
as required by the afore-referenced Section 122.422.

3) As aresult of the afore-referenced investigation, the Real Estate
Division has determined that no “need” exists for the subject real
property by the City or any Independent Agency.

4) There are no other requirements of Chapter 122 which are conditions
precedent to seeking legislation for surplus disposition.

5) The subject property was deeded to the City of Jacksonville as a right-of-
way for drainage on March 15", 1944 (Deed Book 1025, Page 71) and as
such has not been assessed for tax purposes. The property was appraised by
an independent appraiser and a value of $500.00 was established. The City
of Jacksonville has no need (present or future) for said drainage rights
contained in this property.
