BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
  Appointment.
The Council hereby appoints Dr. Roi Dagan to the Environmental Protection Board, replacing Gary John Bowers as a medical profession representative, in accordance with Chapter 73, Ordinance Code, for a first full term expiring September 30, 2018.


Section 2.
  Waiving Residency Requirement.  Section 50.102(b), Ordinance Code, requiring members of boards and commissions to be residents of Duval County, is hereby waived to allow Dr. Roi Dagan, a St. Johns County resident, to serve on the Environmental Protection Board.


Section 3.
  Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
