RESOLUTION 2015-160-A
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CIVIC ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF FORMER CITY COUNCIL MEMBER ROBERT W. SCHELLENBERG; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Robert W. “Bob” Schellenberg, a native of Brooklyn, New York, attended the University of Notre Dame and moved to Jacksonville from Washington D.C. in 1962 to be general sales manager of WJXT Channel 4 where he worked for 19 years, ultimately rising the positions of general manager and senior vice president; and


WHEREAS, his service on the Florida Commission on Ethics and the National Council on Government Ethics in the late 1970s and early 1980s piqued his interest government and prompted him to run for and win a seat on the Jacksonville City Council in 1983 representing Council District 5 covering the San Jose, Lakewood and Southside area; and


WHEREAS, during his term on the City Council, Bob Schellenberg served on numerous standing and special committees, including the Rules, Public Services, Public Health and Safety and Environment and Energy Committees, as well as chairing a subcommittee of the Tourist Development Council’s Committee on Convention Center Marketing and serving on a Select Committee on Environmental Regulations; and 


WHEREAS, Council Member Schellenberg was deeply involved in trying to resolve some of the most pressing policy issues of the day, including proposing the location for the new jail ultimately constructed in the early 1990s, chairing the committee that made recommendations as to how the new Prime Osborn Convention Center should be operated and marketed, and dealing with legislation to tackle the perennial problem of offensive industrial odors in Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, nearing the end of his first term in office, Bob Schellenberg resigned from the Council to become the publisher of the Jacksonville Business Journal, choosing to leave the Council so that there would be no perception of a conflict of interest in the dual roles of an elected official and a publisher reporting to the public about the actions of the Council; and

WHEREAS, the City Council was saddened to learn of the recent passing of Bob Schellenberg and wishes to express its condolences to his family and friends; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and numerous civic accomplishments of former City Council member Robert W. “Bob” Schellenberg, and extends to his family, including our current colleague, Council Member Matt Schellenberg, and his many friends and admirers the City’s deepest condolences and its thanks for his many years of service to the citizens of Jacksonville in a variety of roles. His accomplishments will be long and gratefully remembered by all who knew him.
