Bill Summary: The bill appropriates a $4,000 grant from the National Recreation and Park Association (NRPA) to fund the Walk With Ease program and authorizes the execution of an agreement between the City and NRPA for receipt and use of the funds. The Parks, Recreation and Community Development Department is designated as the oversight agency.
Background Information: The Walk With Ease (WWE) program is an initiative of the NRPA, the National Association of Chronic Disease Directors and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the Arthritis Foundation to encourage regular walking exercise as a means of combatting the debilitating effects of arthritis. The grant agreement requires the City to implement at least one WWE program at a park or other appropriate exercise facility, to engage at least 100 participants in the program, to train at least one instructor through an online training course, to coordinate with the local Arthritis Foundation office  to use as a resource during the grant period, to make quarterly progress reports, and to participate in online webinars and conference calls for training purposes.
